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Course Description:  

Study of and attendance at a professionally produced play.  Focus on the life and milieu of the playwright as well as elements of the play.
Student Learning Outcomes:

 By means of in-class discussion and written assignments, after successful completion of the course, students will:

Critically assess the literary merit of the play, in part by analyzing characteristics of the play and its production, such as language, plot, and characterization.

Explain various cultural and social implications of the work.




3.   Apply traditional elements of literature, in particular the way characters, plot, form, language, setting and theme contribute to the effects of the play on an audience.

Develop and support an interpretation of the text.

Demonstrate an understanding of the physical limitations under which a play operates, such as the mechanical facilities of the theater, as well as the problems and limitations specific to the play.



       
6.   Demonstrate an awareness of the conventions of theater.


      7.   Describe and evaluate the role of the director, actor, and support personnel in the production.
