COURSE/SEQUENCE  DESCRIPTION:  Geology of the northwest is an introductory laboratory course which examines the regional geology of the Pacific Northwest with an emphasis on Oregon geology. For each geological region, morphology and structures are explained and interpreted by basic geological principles and an examination of the tectonic history of the area. Subjects include an introduction to geologic principles, classification of rocks, plate tectonics, accretion of western exotic terranes, historical and current earthquake activity, current geologic hazards, and the regional geology of NW provinces.
