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Course Description:

Provides students the opportunity to develop skills needed to adapt and translate print journalism to other media via scriptwriting, video and audio production, web output and digital video editing.
Course Objectives:

Bridges the gap between print journalism and broadcast journalism by introducing students to the techniques needed to produce and broadcast news stories, from the conception of a written story and its adaptation to a split page script format to shooting its video representation, taping of voice over, editing, and finally its output onto a web portal.
