	4. Description of course change:
	Was previously offered for 5½ weeks of the term, 4 credits.
Would like to change to 7 credits and a full 11 weeks.

	5. Reason for course change:

	There is currently too much material to cover within half a term. This change would allow the students to have enough time to receive the proper training and this class and our program to meet NATEF standards. NATEF oversees standards that all accredited Automotive Programs must meet.  We do not currently meet these standards due to not enough class time to cover all the materials required. This would also allow some leeway for industry standard and technology changes in the future. Technology is a constant evolving issue in Automotive Repair and we must be prepared not for just today but what is coming in the future as well. 

	6. Is this course challengeable?

	7. Curriculum Impact:
	Currently this is a 4 credit class that meets 11 days of the term. The proposed change would make this class 7 credits and 11 weeks long. Students are currently attempting to squeeze in 11 weeks of training in 5 ½ weeks of time so no major curriculum changes are anticipated for this course. 

	8. Internal Impact:
	The impact this change would have on CCC is anticipated to be as follows:

·  The course is currently co-taught with AM-131

Chassis Systems and are currently co-requisites.

The class change would allow the two classes to be separated into two terms, one term each, and would allow two new points of entry into the program for new or prospective students. 

· Currently the students and staff spend many more hours than required for a 4 credit course. The additional time/credits would take some of the load off the students and staff and allow the students a much better learning environment where knowledge and skills are the focus.
· There would be no class room scheduling issues as the class would use a class room that is already available for use.

· The addition of the extra 3 credits to this course will increase the cost to the student by $210.
· The expansion of this class would allow us justification for an additional text that delves into technology better than the current text and would be an additional requirement for the class. The bookstore would need to make this text available and would profit by its sales.



	9. External Impact:  
	Other comparable programs in the state offer much more time/training in this area than we do so this change will bring us closer to the standards the other programs are meeting and we currently are not. This will make us more competitive in attracting students to Clackamas Community College and the Automotive Program. 
This change would also allow us to produce a better student who is better prepared for the work force in both skills and technology knowledge. This will not only give a more favorable impression of our program and CCC, but the better the technician  we can produce, the closer support we can garner from industry.
