Type of Program:  Transfer
Course Description:  An immersion course in the continuing concepts of American Sign Language.  The major emphasis of this course will be on the development of receptive signing skills as well as continuing to expand communicative abilities in ASL to conversation level.  This course is designed for students anticipating the need to fulfill foreign language requirements at the university level.  Further ASL studies beyond this course will be necessary for students expecting to apply to a university interpreter training program.
Course Objectives:  This course is intended to:
· Teach ASL vocabulary.
· Teach receptive and expressive skills using ASL.
· Teach finger-spelling skills with regards to main emphasis on receptive skills.
· Develop conversation level receptive and expressive skills in ASL.
· Teach/explore aspects of Deaf Culture, Community and Career options involving ASL.
Student Learning Outcomes:  Upon completion of this course, the successful student should be able to do the following:
· Demonstrate a sign vocabulary of 1000 signs.
· Successfully handle a number of interactive, social situations.

· Pose and respond to questions.

· Demonstrate the ability to translate basic conversations from English to ASL.

· Demonstrate an appropriate use of ASL concepts in a signed conversation.

· Develop an understanding of several principles and rules that govern ASL structure (e.g. use of concept translation, non-manual markers, fingerspelling, sign glosses, and classifiers).

· Demonstrate appropriate skill in reading signs and fingerspelling executed by the instructor and other classmates pertaining to simple stories, conversations and exams.
