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Course Description:
Emphasis will be to continue to develop oral proficiency beyond that achieved by the end of second year Spanish including expanding vocabulary and broadening the student’s cultural awareness of the Spanish-speaking world.  Grammatical explanations will be kept to a minimum.

Course Objectives:
The main objective of this course is to continue improving fluency in the target language.  Many authentic materials, situations and experiences will be brought to class so the students have an opportunity to acquire new vocabulary and cultural knowledge and expertise.

Student Learning Outcomes:

Students who successfully complete the course, will demonstrate, through oral interviews, at least the following abilities:

· Be able to go shopping and ask for better prices and discounts.

· Be able to discuss a controversial topic in a social situation.

· Be able to discuss movies and TV programs.

· Be able to be involved as a foreign student at a university in a Spanish-speaking country.

Length of Course: 1 term (2nd in a sequence of 3)
Grading Method:  This is a conversation class.  The students’ grade will be based on their participation in class and oral interviews as scheduled by the instructor.

30%  Written vocabulary quizzes

15%  Oral presentation

30%  Oral interview with instructor (counts for final exam)
