Oregon Transfer Module 
The following are items that the OTM group would like the Members of Curriculum Committee to review. These items are reflected on the DRAFT copy of the OTM Student Guide/Worksheet, but we would appreciate any feedback, questions or concerns before finalizing these materials:
1. See OTM Student Guide, Note #3: “All courses must be passed with a ‘C-‘ or better”.  We have chosen to list a ‘C-‘ or better as a requirement for coursework for the OTM, even though we do not issue + or – grades at CCC. This keeps the language/requirements aligned with the State standards for the OTM, and will also ease the worries of any transfer students who may wonder if a ‘C-‘ can be used for the OTM.

2. See OTM Student Guide, Note #6: “Courses numbered 199, 280 and 299 can only be used in the electives area.” We have chosen to include this item in the notes for the OTM to keep it aligned with CCC’s AAOT standard.
3. See OTM Student Worksheet, Additional Requirements: “Completion of at least 3 credits at CCC”. Because there are no formal residency requirements for the OTM (not a degree or certificate), we looked at what other schools (for example, COCC) have listed as their OTM ‘residency’ requirement and have chosen to mirror what they require to continue in the spirit of the OTM which is to foster alignment/clarity for transfer students. 

4. See OTM Student Worksheet, Note: “The OTM is not a certificate or degree, but is documentation that students have met a subset of common general education requirements”. We have chosen to add this line (taken directly from the JBAC summary of the OTM) to the OTM Student Guide/Worksheet as a ‘disclaimer’, to point out that the OTM is a designation and not a certificate or degree.
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
