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Course Description

GIS Intro shows how GIS is used in different fields and helps students understand large-scale integration into areas such as emergency management, marketing, resource management, infrastructure design, and health care.
Objectives:   This course is intended to:

1. Introduce GIS terms and uses

2. Familiarize non-GIS students with currently available GIS resources (Web and software)

3. Demonstrate spatial analysis in marketing and demographics

4. Demonstrate automated information and graphic integration 

5. Survey different types of GIS software

6. Illustrate several GIS applications in a variety of workplaces

7. Demonstrate uses of GIS in criminal justice, emergency management, and services deployment

2. Find, use and understand online GIS systems and applications

3. Apply GIS concepts to one or more of several disciplines discussed in class
