CATALOG SUBCOMMITTEE REPORT UPDATE – Lenda Black
The editing/proofing part of the process is continuing.  Department catalog proofing is scheduled for March 20-22, the section facilitators will be on March 24th.

NEW COURSE:  ENG-240   NATIVE AMERICAN MYTHOLOGY – Trista Cornelius
Handouts:   “New Course Notification” form and course outline for ENG-240.
The course gives students additional literature choices in fulfilling degree requirements.  It will join the literature options.  The course will meet the AA/OT and other degree elective requirements.  It will transfer to 4-year institutions.  This course is challengeable.

NEW COURSE:  WR-268   SCRIPT ANALYSIS – Trista Cornelius
Handouts:   “New Course Notification” form and course outline for WR-268.

The course allows students the chance to analyze short screenplays written in the WR-262, Intro to Screenwriting course.  Prepares screenplays for filming, with a focus on connecting writers with actors and directors.  This course will transfer to the Film Studies program offered through the English department at Portland State University. This course is challengeable.

NEW COURSE:  WR-299   SCREENWRITING and PRE-PRODUCTION – Trista Cornelius
Handouts:   “New Course Notification” form and course outline for WR-299.

After the successful preliminary run of WR-264, Screenwriting and Production last spring, it became apparent that there was more information to be delivered than was afforded in the four-credit course.  The department is currently revising WR-264 and developing a new intermediate/advanced course to increase student opportunities.  This one-credit workshop this spring will compliment both WR-262, Introduction to Screenwriting and WR-264, Screenwriting and Production.  They’re requesting the experimental 299 number at this time because this year’s workshop will be incorporated into next year’s revised Screenwriting and Production courses.  This course may be transferable as an elective.  This course is challengeable.

COMPUTER LITERACY EXAM AND COMPETENCY STANDARD UPDATE – Bill Zuelke/Doug Cross
There was a subcommittee of the group that was looking at student placements in various courses that took a look an additional look at the computer literacy standards.  This group was defining what may need to be done in preparation for the state group defining computer literacy standards.  The group decided that the college would benefit from having one single placement test that would assure instructors/departments that a student was computer literate.  Their standard was if the test could assure you that the student could place into CS-120, then you would know what level the student’s computer literacy is.  
Doug Cross demonstrated what the computerized computer literacy test looks like, it’s functionality and how he addressed/corrected some of the issues that came forward as he was designing the test.  It will take the student about an hour to do this specific test and is independent of the other placement tests.  This test will be free in cost.  It is the anticipation that in the future all other computer literacy tests will go away and everyone will use this test.  Nursing is looking at beginning to use this computer literacy test test once they’ve finished with their current application process.  The committee liked the demonstration and encouraged the group to move forward with their work.
