COMPUTER LITERACY EXAM AND COMPETENCY STANDARD

The committee revisited the discussion for clarity.  This assessment test will determine placement for computer literacy.  It will also replace the current 4 placement tests the college is using to determine placement in computer literacy.  This assessment is now in place and is being used by students in Testing.  The Nursing Dept will use the assessment once they are finished with this year’s admission’s process.  The [C] coding in titles is still in place on courses that meet the computer literacy standards to help students determine those type of courses.  With this new assessment, Clackamas is prepared/better aligned for whatever direction the state decides to go for computer literacy.

NEW COURSE:  GIS-1000  GEOGRAPHIC INFORMATION FOR NON-GIS STUDENTS 

– Richard Karman
Handouts:   “New Course Notification” form and course outline for GIS-100.
The new elective course features how other areas of study benefit and integrate with geographic data.  The committee’s suggestion to the department for the course outline is to take out the reference to the academic dishonesty and to add it to the course syllabus.  Also, the committee wanted the prerequisite language to be rewritten to the more standard language that reads “Pass …..” and/or “Placement in……”   This course is challengeable.

NEW COURSE:  GIS-205   INTRODUCTION TO MAPINFO – Richard Karman
Handouts:   “New Course Notification” form and course outline for GIS-205.

The new elective course introduces students to GIS software.  This software is used in Government service, such as Emergency Management or other areas of resource deployment/analysis.   The committee’s suggestion again to the department for the course outline is to take out the reference to the academic dishonesty and to add it to the course syllabus.  Also, the committee wanted the prerequisite language to be rewritten to the more standard language that reads “Pass …..” and/or “Placement in……”   This course is challengeable.

CHANGED COURSE:  HPD-130  ADVANCED CARDIAC EMERGENCIES – Darren Olson
Handouts:   Letter and course outline for HPD-130.

This course was formerly EMT-130 Advanced Cardiac Emergencies and renamed due to the broad applicability to the EMT, RN and other health care professions.  Additionally, the credits changed from 3 credits to 1 credit to reflect the 33 hours of classroom time is actually a lecture/lab format.   This class has not been placed in the catalog nor is it a prerequisite to any course.  The advice to the Darren and his department was to fill out a Changed Course Notification form and to work with Diane Drebin and Lynda Graf to complete the form.  The form won’t need to come back to another Curriculum Committee meeting.

NEW COURSE:  HD-151   STRESS MANAGEMENT II – Bill Zuelke

The advice from the committee were a few minor changes to the course outline:  Student Learning Objectives should become Student Learning Outcomes; change any wording of “students will” to “students should;” and to take out the reference of the hours “per term” and just state the course hours.  This course is not challengeble and the prerequisite is HD-145, Stress Management.
