Type of Program: Transfer
Course Description:  Development of speaking and listening proficiency through analytical and creative activities such as discussions, presentations, skits, interactive games in an activity-course. Newspapers, magazines, and contemporary films provide sources for topics of conversation, vocabulary, idioms, and patterns of language use. 
Course Objectives: 
· To provide students enrolled in German a platform to apply initial speaking skills and develop those skills in a classroom setting in which only German is used.

· Allow students to integrate grammatical function, vocabulary, reading comprehension, listening, high-frequency words and phrases to current and authentic situations in which the students demonstrate the use of the German language as a whole.
· Explore with students to a variety of authentic mediums in the target language, which will in turn prepare the student for exposure to authentic material in the German language.

· Introduce students to common German paperwork, applications, forms and material that is common in contemporary life in German speaking countries, which will prepare students for a future visit, study-abroad, or work opportunity in a German speaking country.

· Teach students how to express opinions, defend a position (agreement / disagreement), pay compliments, raise concerns / make complaints, appropriate and cultural forms of politeness, hypothetical situations.
· Present and explore idioms, patterns of language, and the concept of “Umgangssparache” or colloquial language - Language used by German speakers when in an informal setting amongst family and friends. Teach students how to express themselves more spontaneously.
· Provide a safe environment in which students can begin to take risks and express themselves using solely the German that they can demonstrate.

Student Learning Outcomes:  
Upon successful completion of German 211 students receiving a grade of “A” will be able to complete the following activities with a 90% or better success rate (“B” students – 80%, “C” students – 70%, D students – 60%):
· Distinguish between words in a spoken sentence

· Form appropriate hypothesis regarding the meaning of words and expressions

· Demonstrate improved comprehension of basic spoken German

· Continue to develop acceptable pronunciation
· Demonstrate comprehensible speech in German
· Employ appropriate German words and expressions
· Discern the cultural variety and richness of the German-speaking world
Student Assessment:

The students’ progress in this course will be evaluated through formal and informal assessment methods. Oral Interviews and formal class presentations will account for 80%  of the students’ grade while allowing the instructor to assess students’ abilities according to ACTFL guidelines.
