Program curriculum outline:
	Requires use of the 1998 DOT National Standard Curriculum provided by the NHTSA. The curriculum uses cognitive, affective, and psychomotor objectives to guide student learning the knowledge, attitudes, and skills of a paramedic. The curriculum is proscribed by the state to be competency based and is likely to require 1000-1200 hours of education. Mandatory clinical (hospital and in-patient setting) and internship (EMS unit) form the foundation necessary for developing competency.
