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Course Description:  Part three of four paramedic courses required to be taken consecutively as part of the AAS-EMT Paramedic program. Course utilizes the Oregon EMS division approved curriculum (1998 DOT NSC). Content includes: neonatology, pediatrics, geriatrics, abuse and assault, patients with special challenges, chronic care patients, assessment based management, ambulance operations, medical incident command, rescue awareness and operations, hazardous materials incidents, crime scene awareness.
Course Objectives:   Upon successful completion the paramedic student should be able to address the cognitive, affective, and psychomotor objectives as detailed in the Oregon EMS Division approved curriculum: 1998 DOT National Standard Curriculum. Additionally, the student should:
1. Successfully complete a course in pediatric emergencies equivalent to American Heart Association Pediatric Advanced Life Support.

2. Understand and be able to treat:

a. Neonatal resuscitation and perinatal emergencies.

b. Geriatric emergencies.

c. Abuse, assault, and neglect as it relates to the care of vulnerable populations.

d. Patients with special challenges, needs, or medically fragile.

e. Long-term care patients.

3. Further develop assessment based management principles as it relates to the care of special populations.

4. Demonstrate ambulance operations, medical incident command, rescue operations awareness, hazardous materials incident response, and crime scene response awareness.

5. Successfully complete NIMS IS-100 and 700 the FEMA Emergency Management Institute’s online program.

6-6 
At the completion of this unit, the paramedic student should be able to integrate the pathophysiological principles and the assessment findings to formulate a field impression and implement a treatment plan for the acute deterioration of a chronic care patient. 

Module 7: At the completion of this unit, the paramedic student should be able to integrate pathophysiological principles and assessment findings to formulate a field impression and implement the treatment plan for patients with common complaints.

At the completion of this unit, the paramedic student should be able to integrate the principles of assessment based management to perform an appropriate assessment and implement the management plan for patients with common complaints. 

Module 8: At the completion of this unit, the paramedic student should be able to safely manage the scene of an emergency.

At the completion of this unit, the paramedic should understand standards and guidelines that help ensure safe and effective ground and air medical transport. 

8-2 
At the completion of this unit, the paramedic student should be able to integrate the principles of general incident management and multiple casualty incident (MCI) management techniques in order to function effectively at major incidents. 

8-3 
At the completion of this unit, the paramedic student should be able to integrate the principles of rescue awareness and operations to safely rescue a patient from water, hazardous atmospheres, trenches, highways, and hazardous terrain. 

8-4 
At the completion of this unit, the paramedic student should be able to evaluate hazardous materials emergencies, call for appropriate resources, and work in the cold zone. 

8-5 
At the completion of this unit, the paramedic student should have an awareness of the human hazard of crime and violence and the safe operation at crime scenes and other emergencies.
