Type of Program: Professional/technical.
Course Description:  Part four of four paramedic courses required to be taken consecutively as part of the AAS-EMT Paramedic program. Course utilizes the Oregon EMS division approved curriculum (1998 DOT NSC). Content includes clinical work experience in an EMS system under the preceptorship of a qualified paramedic.
Course Objectives:   (Oregon EMS Division approved curriculum: 1998 DOT National Standard Curriculum)
To prepare the student for a career as a paramedic through practical field experience in the EMS setting as established by the 1998 DOT National Standard Curriculum and required by the Oregon EMS office.
Student Learning Outcomes:
Upon successful completion of this course, the student should be able to adequately demonstrate the following competencies (from the 1998 DOT NSC).
1. Psychomotor Skills:

1.1. The student must demonstrate the ability to safely administer medications.
1.1.1. The student should safely, and while performing all steps of each procedure, properly administer medications at least 15 times to live patients.

1.2. The student must demonstrate the ability to safely perform endotracheal intubation.
1.2.1. The student should safely, and while performing all steps of each procedure, successfully intubate at least 5 live patients.

1.3. The student must demonstrate the ability to safely gain venous access in all age group patients. 
1.3.1. The student should safely, and while performing all steps of each procedure, successfully access the venous circulation at least 25 times on live patients of various age groups.

1.4. The student must demonstrate the ability to effectively ventilate unintubated patients of all age groups.
1.4.1. The student should effectively, and while performing all steps of each procedure, ventilate at least 20 live patients of various age groups. 
2. Ages:
2.1. The student must demonstrate the ability to perform a comprehensive assessment on pediatric patients. 
2.1.1. The student should perform a comprehensive patient assessment on at least 30 (including newborns, infants, toddlers, and school age) pediatric patients. 

2.2. The student must demonstrate the ability to perform a compressive assessment on adult patients. 
2.2.1. The student should perform a comprehensive patient assessment on at least 50 adult patients. 

2.3. The student must demonstrate the ability to perform a comprehensive assessment on geriatric patients. 
2.3.1. The student should perform a comprehensive patient assessment on at least 30 geriatric patients. 

3. Pathologies:

3.1. The student must demonstrate the ability to perform a comprehensive assessment on obstetric patients. 
3.1.1. The student should perform a comprehensive patient assessment on at least 10 obstetric patients. 

3.2. The student must demonstrate the ability to perform a comprehensive assessment on trauma patients. 
3.2.1. The student should perform a comprehensive patient assessment on at least 40 trauma patients. 

3.3. The student must demonstrate the ability to perform a comprehensive assessment on psychiatric patients. 
3.3.1. The student should perform a comprehensive patient assessment on at least 20 psychiatric patients. 

4. Complaints:
4.1. The student must demonstrate the ability to perform a comprehensive assessment, formulate and implement a treatment plan for patients with chest pain. 
4.1.1. The student should perform a comprehensive patient assessment, formulate and implement a treatment plan on at least 30 patients with chest pain. 

4.2. The student must demonstrate the ability to perform a comprehensive assessment, formulate and implement a treatment plan for patients with dyspnea/respiratory distress. 
4.2.1. The student should perform a comprehensive patient assessment, formulate and implement a treatment plan on at least 20 adult patients with dyspnea/respiratory distress.
5. The student should perform a comprehensive patient assessment, formulate and implement a treatment plan on at least 8 pediatric patients (including infants, toddlers, and school age) with dyspnea/respiratory distress. 

5.1. The student must demonstrate the ability to perform a comprehensive assessment, formulate and implement a treatment plan for patients with syncope. 
5.1.1. The student should perform a comprehensive patient assessment, formulate and implement a treatment plan on at least 10 patients with syncope. 

5.2. The student must demonstrate the ability to perform a comprehensive assessment, formulate and implement a treatment plan for patients with abdominal complaints. 
5.2.1. The student should perform a comprehensive patient assessment, formulate and implement a treatment plan on at least 20 patients with abdominal complains (for example: abdominal pain, nausea/vomiting, GI bleeding, gynecological complaint, etc.) 

5.3. The student must demonstrate the ability to perform a comprehensive assessment, formulate and implement a treatment plan for patients with altered mental status. 
5.3.1. The student should perform a comprehensive patient assessment, formulate and implement a treatment plan on at least 20 patients with altered mental status. 

6. Team Leader Skills:

6.1. The student must demonstrate the ability to serve as a team leader in variety of prehospital emergency situations. 
6.1.1. The student should serve as the team leader for at least 50 prehospital emergency responses. 

Length of Course: Minimum 480 hours of unpaid clinical work experience over two consecutive terms.
Grading Method: Standard grading scale, A-F, grade of “C” required to pass.
