ADDING COURSES TO RELATED INSTRUCTION CATALOG PAGE  –  Adam Hall 
The related instruction criteria was confirmed.  To make this criteria more dynamic, Adam will add another item (item #10) to the New Course form and Change Course form to help identify courses departments wish to add to the Related Instruction page of the catalog.  The related instruction criteria will be used when needed as part of a department’s rationale when a course comes forward for discussion/approval.
REMOVING COURSES FROM RELATED INSTRUCTION CATALOG PAGE  –  Adam Hall 
With the related instruction criteria defined departments can now determine when a course might need to come off the related instruction page. A course can be removed if 1) the criteria for related instruction has changed, or 2) the course itself has changed.  Departments will use the Related Instruction criteria to help make this determination.

The committee would like the Deans to use the related instruction criteria list with their



division chairs prior to our October meeting to review their related instruction courses listed 



on page 15 of the catalog to confirm if courses should stay or come off the catalog Related 




Instruction list.

Action:
The committee would like to address and discuss this year an agenda item of adding a comment to the course outline that would state “This course meets the criteria for related instruction in the ______________ area.”

COMPUTER LITERACY – Adam Hall
The committee had a lengthy discussion around this topic.  It was agreed the current computer literacy list is old and hasn’t had the proper attention to courses living on that list.  The committee felt there should be a published general paragraph of guiding principles for the purpose of what computer literacy means at Clackamas.   

The committee is beginning to have clarity between the terms of what is computer literacy and what is computer competency.  To help better define those terms the following questions were raised:

“Do we drop the literacy requirement from the AAS, since it’s already covered and clarify 

our definition to mean basic skills competencies?”   
▫
“Should the computer literacy list belong only to the AGS degree requirements?”

▫
“Do we need to add computer literacy/competency to the related instruction criteria sheet?”


Action:
The committee would like this discussion to come back to our October meeting and discuss 



computer literacy/competency in regards to the AGS degree.  Handouts for this discussion 



could be the ISP Appendix D document (the current computer literacy list) and the 


computer literacy check off list.

Bill Zuelke will take the following items to the August 14th VP meeting to discuss 


changes the Curriculum Committee is considering.  The results of that discussion 


would then go to the campus at large for a bigger discussion and approval.
