Type of Program: Transfer
Course Description:  Course facilitates further development of speaking and listening proficiency through analytical and creative activities such as discussions, presentations, skits, interactive games in an activity-course. Newspapers, magazines, and contemporary films provide sources for topics of conversation, vocabulary, idioms, and patterns of language use. 
Course Objectives: 
· To provide students with a conversational environment free of grammar presentation and correction in order to promote linguistic risk-taking in a context in which only German is used.

· To allow students to integrate grammatical function, vocabulary, reading comprehension, listening, high-frequency words and phrases into current and authentic situations in which the students demonstrate the use of the German language as a whole.
· To explore with students a variety of authentic mediums in the German language.

· To teach students how to express opinions, sympathy, suprise, and pleasure about what the speaking partner is saying, as well as to pay compliments and raise concerns in a culturally appropriate manner.
·  To present and explore idioms, patterns of language, characteristics of  “Umgangssprache”  or colloquial (informal but correct) German.
Student Learning Outcomes:  
In each area listed in the “major topic outline” below, the student who successfully completes GER 212 will be able to
.

· answer 5 questions about self, family members and acquaintances.
· ask 5 questions about a classmate and the classmate’s family members and acquaintances.
· express an opinion, or raise a concern using culturally appropriate expressions.
· use at least 3 idiomatic expressions to express interest, surprise, sympathy or pleasure concerning the interlocutor’s revelations.
· to go beyond memorize material to create with the language, in part by combining and recombining known elements and conversational input to make utterances of sentence-length and some strings of sentences.*
· in each major topic area be undestood by a sympathetic interlocutor accustomed to dealing with non-natives.*
Student Assessment:

50% of the student’s progress in this course will be base on attendance and general participation and (50%) on class presentations and interviews with the instructor.

Grading Method: A-F, P/NP
Prerequisites: Pass GER 203 or instructor consent.
