	4. Description of course change:
	We need to divide our existing WR264 into two courses by moving film production elements to a second course: WR 265, Advanced Screenwriting and Production, in order to more thoroughly teach the writing required to prepare a screenplay for production. Skills such as script breakdown, basics of videography and video editing will stay in WR264, but turning footage into a film will be covered by a new course.  

	5. Reason for course change:


	Currently WR 264 has too much material than can effectively be presented in one term.  Taking out the final required production from this course would allow students a more in depth experience in the script adaptation.

	6. Is this course challengeable?


	No.  Most skills developed in WR264 are experienced in a crew collaborative setting, requiring student interaction and feedback.  Therefore, attendance is mandatory for this class.

	7. Curriculum Impact:
	Students will get a broader and more in-depth perspective of script adaptation and how the script creates another image-based reality.  This expansion will not have a negative impact on any other courses or programs.
