	4. Reason for new course:


	This class would follow WR264.  Currently WR 264, Screenwriting and Production, has more material and assignments than can be presented in one term.  Therefore some material must either be left out or glossed over and not given the amount of attention it deserves.  WR265 takes the skills practiced and learned from WR 264 and develops them into the adaptation of a working script that reflects learned visual rhetoric by way of a final production and written reflections of the process.

	5. Is the course challengeable?


	No.  Most skills developed in WR265 are experienced in a crew collaborative setting, requiring student interaction and feedback.  Therefore, attendance is mandatory for this class.

	6. Curriculum Impact:
	Students will get a more complete look at the process of visual rhetoric, how writing informs the creation of images and vice versa.  Each portion of the course will deal with different aspects of screenwriting and its adaptation into a visual medium. This expansion will not have a negative impact on any other courses or programs.
