Course Objectives:  This class introduces Podcasting, audio and video recording and editing for the purposes of Podcasting, and writing XML scripts to post projects for Podcasting. Students will have an opportunity to apply their knowledge through hands-on projects and exercises.

Course Objectives

· Provide students with an overview of the development of the iPod and Podcasting

· Provide students with the knowledge to perform simple audio recording and mixing for Podcasting

· Provide students the knowledge to perform simple video recording and mixing for Podcasting
· Provide students the knowledge to write XML scripts to post Podcasts for subscription.

Expected Student Outcomes:  Upon successful completion of CS125r students would be able to:

1. Operate/update an iPod

2. Explain the attributes that make a podcast successful

3. Plan a podcast

4. Capture audio from multiple sources for Podcasting

5. Edit/mix audio tracks for Podcasting

6. Create an RSS feed for a podcast

7. Write XML scripts for Podcasting audio and video episodes.
