NEW COURSE:  GER-212
INTERMEDIATE CONVERSATIONAL GERMAN – David Miller

Handouts:   “New Course Notification” form and course outline for GER-212

COURSE CHANGE:   WR-264
SCREENWRITING & PRODUCTION – Trista Cornelius
Handouts:   “Change Course Notification” form and course outline for WR-264
There is a need to divide the current WR-264 course into two 4-credit classes in order to more thoroughly teach the writing required to prepare a screenplay for production.  The second half of the WR-264 class would become the new course WR-265 Advanced Screenwriting & Production.  The course, WR-264, will transfer to Portland State for their Film Studies program.  This course is not challengeable.  This course is repeatable.

NEW COURSE:   WR-265
ADVANCED SCREENWRITING & PRODUCTION – Trista Cornelius
Handouts:  “New Course Notification form” and course outline for WR-265.

WR-265 takes the skills practiced and learned in WR-264 and develops them into the adaptation of a working script that reflects learned visual rhetoric by way of a final production and written reflections of the process.  This course will transfer to Portland State for their Film Studies program.  The course is not challengeable.  The course is repeatable.

ART OF DIALOG – Trista Cornelius

Handouts:  “New Course Notification form” and course outline for WR-269.

The 1-credit class proved popular last year and the department would like to also have a 4-credit course that would go into more depth for those students who are taking creative writing classes.  This course will transfer and qualify in the Arts & Letters part of the AAOT and ASOT degrees.  The course is not challengeable but is repeatable.
Trista would like WR-269 approved for 4 credits and then will give the 1 credit offering a new course number and bring that back for approval as a new course at the next Curriculum Committee meeting.

NEW COURSE:    CAD-160
REVIT BUILDING ESSENTIALS –  Julie Korfhage
Handouts:  “New Course Notification form” and course outline for CAD-160
Training in this software has been requested by many people from area businesses and is recommended by industry advisors.  This course will be offered in the Autodesk Authorized Training Center which is strictly for industry skills upgrade training and is not part of any degree program.  It is an additional elective course.  Use of this software is becoming more prevalent for design and presentation in architecture.  This course is not challengeable but it is repeatable.  Course would run Winter 2007.

NEW COURSE:    CAD-275
CIVIL 3D FUNDAMENTALS – Julie Korfhage
Handouts:  “New Course Notification form” and course outline for CAD-275.
Training in this software has been requested by many people from area businesses.  This course will be offered in the Autodesk Authorized Training Center which is strictly for industry skills upgrade training and is not part of any degree program.  It is an additional, elective course. Civil and consulting engineers are beginning to transition to this software as the previously used software is being phased out and no longer supported by Autodesk.  This course is not challengeable but it is repeatable.  Course would run Winter 2007.This course is not challengeable but it is repeatable.

ASOT DEGREE IN MANUFACTURING ENGINEERING TECHNOLOGY UPDATE – Scott Giltz

Business and industry partners are asking for this new degree.  Half of the state’s community colleges are looking to offer it.  To be able to offer it at Clackamas, we would have to build about 4 courses.  Oregon Institute of Technology has a masters approved in this discipline.  This ASOT would give junior level standing to students going on to OIT.  It is a designed pathway from high school to master’s degree, with no loss of time to the student.
Scott will come back to the December Curriculum meeting for approval as a pending degree to our 2007-08 catalog.
