Will also be adding NRS 230, 231 (Clinical Pharmacology I & II) and NRS 232, 233 (Pathophysiological Processes I & II) to the nursing curriculum.  

	4. Description of course change:
	Currently the nursing program offers nursing courses over 6 terms that cover the health needs of patient populations based on specific disease processes & body systems.  This new curriculum (that has been approved by the State Board of Higher Education and the Oregon State Board of Nursing) will enable the faculty to concentrate efforts in delivering the content based on concepts of nursing care related to Health Promotion, Acute Care, Chronic Illness and End of Life Issues rather than disease or system focus.  Also, the Oregon Consortium for Nursing Education (OCNE) curriculum is designed to ensure inclusion of cultural issues & delivery of care across the life span throughout the curriculum. 
Nursing will now include Clinical Pharmacology and Pathophysiological Processes as part of the nursing curriculum.

The total credit hours required for graduation with an AAS degree will increase to 112 (prior credit requirement was 103-108).

	5. Reason for course change:

	The OCNE curriculum was developed as a Baccalaureate Degree with a focus in Nursing with an AAS option for students at the CC level after the second year of nursing courses. The curriculum was constructed utilizing reports from the Institute of Medicine, Healthy People 2010, Council for the National State Boards of Nursing as well as healthcare statistics in Oregon to graduate nurses who are able to plan and deliver care related to the changing healthcare needs of Oregonians. 

As the nursing program begins to deliver this curriculum in fall of 2007, all courses delivered need to be the same at all OCNE partner schools to allow co-enrollment at OHSU for upper level courses.  Eventually all courses will be available at the CC level through co-enrollment at OHSU and sharing of faculty between OHSU and partner CC’s.

	6. Is the course challengeable?

	7. Is the course repeatable?


	All courses are repeatable if a student needs to leave the program for academic or personal reasons. As per our student handbook, courses can be repeated only once and must be repeated within one year of exit from the program.  

	8. Curriculum Impact:
	 As stated before, the required credit hours for degree completion will increase to 112.  ‘Elective’ options for degree requirement will become broader within the humanities, social science and natural science fields vs. the list of ‘Approved Electives’ in previous curriculum.

	9. Internal Impact:
	The curriculum now includes an additional 14 credit hours of pre-requisite requirements in the areas of social sciences, humanities and natural sciences.  This may or may not increase the seat load in these departments.  
PHC 211 & 212 that is now offered at CCC may or may not continue since the majority of students in this course were from the nursing program.  We plan to continue to offer it this coming year to determine if there are enough students interested in taking the course that may pursue admission to other nursing programs in the area.  

We are in discussion with the faculty member of PHC 211 & 212 regarding development of a co-teaching format for NRS 230 & 231 (nursing and pharmacist both teaching course).
As the curriculum has been developed, there will be many more learning activities surrounding evidenced-based practice than we currently use.  This will increase the need for the library to have current nursing literature available or continue to offer internet sources for our nursing students.

The partner schools in OCNE are currently making decisions regarding book requirements of for partner schools and their students which may or may not affect the book store.

As our students progress though our program, we will have to have faculty offices available to visiting OHSU faculty members who will deliver the third year of the nursing program to students wanting to go on for their baccalaureate degree. 

Registrar’s offices and financial aid offices throughout the OCNE partner schools are working together to develop systems that share student information.  

	10. External Impact:  
	Currently the OCNE curriculum is being delivered at all 4 campuses of OHSU, MHCC, RCC, UCC and SWOCC.  In fall of 2007, LCC and CCC will offer this curriculum.  In fall of 2008, BMCC will offer this curriculum.  

The curriculum has been built using ‘benchmarks’ of student progression so that students, if needed, will be allowed to transfer within OCNE schools at the completion of each academic year.  As previously stated the curriculum was developed as a baccalaureate curriculum with an AAS option.   All students who wish to continue for their BS degree will be co-enrolled at the CC and at OHSU.   
Graduates who choose to go to other programs for their BS will be able to do so once they sit for RN licensure and then apply for entry into any number of RN to BSN programs.
