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Editing, preparing, and printing of individual student chapbooks (poetry, fiction, creative nonfiction, or drama). 

Course Objectives:
This course guides students through the process of producing a chapbook, with hands-on practice in selecting and editing text, designing the book, and working with the printer.  Students will analyze published chapbooks in terms of design and content, and they will produce a volume of their own work.

Student Learning Outcomes:  
Upon successful completion of this course, students should be able to:

demonstrate the ability to organize writings for a 20-24 page 

pamphlet (chapbook);

select and arrange contents in a logical way, using precise diction and a vocabulary appropriate to the topic and audience; and

develop an awareness of the aesthetic effects of production choices;

practice literary critiquing to assist others with selection, editing, and 

                     
designing of their chapbooks;


5.
demonstrate the necessary steps of producing a chapbook;

6.
follow through with the actual publication of a chapbook.
