	4. Reason for new course:

	This change is being proposed in response to requests from Human Services students for an alternative to the requirement of HDF 260 Understanding Child Abuse and Neglect.  The Human Services Department currently offers HS-160 Basic Victim Advocacy and HS 199 Violence and Trauma.  We wish to replace both of those courses with a single new course:  HS-260 Victim Advocacy.  Because of the subject area and an increase in the academic requirements for the course, we believe the change to a 200 level course and the elimination of the word “Basic” in the course title are warranted.  We would like to add HS 260 to the HS Program requirements as an alternative to the current requirement of HDF-260 Understanding Child Abuse and Neglect, which is more narrowly focused on child abuse and thus not as appropriate for some of our students.

	8. Internal Impact:
	The change will allow students to meet a degree requirement by selecting either HS-260, a face-to-face class with a broad focus on helping victims, or HDF-260, an online course focused on child abuse. 

	9. Overlap Impact:
	Since HS 260 will simply replace two existing HS courses, the impact on other programs should be minimal.

	10. External Impact:  
	Transfers to 4-year schools as an elective.  Community College Human Services Programs commonly offer a course covering this content.
