CATALOG UPDATE – Lenda Black
The 2007-08 catalog pages for course descriptions and professional technical programs are out to the departments.  
NEW COURSE:  WR-146  PUBLISHING CHAPBOOKS – Trista Cornelius
Handouts:   “New Course Notification” form and course outline for WR-146.
This 1 credit course was created to give students a unique chance to collect, edit and publish a small volume of their work.   This course would not be listed on the Related Instruction page of the catalog.  This course is not challengeable.  This course can be repeated for a grade.

NEW COURSE:   WR-269   ART OF DIALOG – Trista Cornelius
Handouts:   Course Outline for WR-269.  (New Course Notification form was previously submitted at the November 3rd Curriculum meeting.)
This course was previously submitted as a change from 1 credit to a variable 1-4 credit course.  The English Department decided not to have a variable course, broke out the 4 credit curriculum and made two separate courses:  WR-169 Introduction to the Art of Dialog (1 credit) and WR-269 Art of Dialog (4 credits.)  The 4 credit course offers a more in-depth follow-up to the current 1 credit offering for those students who have taken/are taking creative writing courses.  This course will qualify as an Arts and Letters requirement in the AAOT/ASOT degrees.  This course is not challengeable.  This course can be repeated for a grade.

CHANGED COURSE:   MTH-054   MATH FOR HEALTH CARE PROFESSIONALS – Kathy Taylor
Handouts:   “Change Course Notification” form and course outline for MTH-054.
The course change request is to increase the credits from 3 to 4.  This course has always been taught for 44 total hours but has only granted 3 credits.  The change now makes the number of credits earned equivalent to hours of instruction.   This math course is for allied health and medical assistant students and those students were in favor of this credit change.   This course is not challengeable.  This course can be repeated for a grade.

INTRODUCTION TO LIBRARY RESEARCH – Karen Halliday

This course equips students with basic research skills and MLA citation rules.  This course is not challengeable.  This course can be repeated for a grade.

INTRODUCTION TO ECONOMICS – Jackie Flowers
Handouts:  “New Course Notification form” and course outline for EC-200.

This course was created as a basic introduction course intended to support a general knowledge of both micro and macro economics.  EC-115 will not be taught any longer.  Departments who offer EC-115 in their programs can change over to EC-200 for the 2007-08 year.  This course is challengeable and can also be repeated for a grade.

The course is certified by the National Wildfire Coordinating Group (NWCG) and students are required to spend a certain amount of seat hours for certification.   This course is not challengeable.  This course is repeatable for a grade.

INITIAL ATTACK INCIDENT COMMANDER – Scott Giltz
Handouts:  “New Course Notification form” and course outline for FRP-220.
This new course is in response to the FRP advisory committee’s request.  The course is certified by the National Wildfire Coordinating Group (NWCG) and students are required to spend a certain amount of seat hours for certification.   This course is not challengeable.  This course is repeatable for a grade.

NEW COURSE:   BT-114
ADMINISTRATIVE MEDICAL ASSISTING:  ETHICAL ISSUES – Joan Ryan
Handouts:  “New Course Notification form” and course outline for BT-114.
This course is being added to the Medical Office Administrative Assistant program core classes.  It replaces an elective option in the certificate.  This course is challengeable and can also be repeated for a grade.

NEW COURSE:   BT-110
BASIC INCOME TAX – Joan Ryan
Handouts:  “New Course Notification form” and course outline for BT-110.

This course has been reactivated and revamped.  It has also been increased to 8 credits.  The course is designed to assist potential or established income tax preparers in becoming more proficient in preparing personal income tax returns and is approved to fulfill the requirements of ORS 673.605 to 673.735.  This course will be an additional requirement for the one year accounting certificate.  This course is challengeable and can also be repeated for a grade.

CLINICAL PHARMACOLOGY I – Carol Thorn

This course is a core class in the new state-wide Nursing AAS and OCNE curriculum.  This new curriculum is a competency-based curriculum.  Pharmacology is being phased out of the degree.  This course is not challengeable but can possibly be repeated for a grade once if repeated within one year exit from the program.

CLINICAL PHARMACOLOGY II – Carol Thorn

This course is not challengeable but can possibly be repeated for a grade once if repeated within one year exit from the program.

It gives participants an overview of the Toyota Production System.  This course is not to be published in the catalog.  This course is challengeable and can also be repeated for a grade.

LEAN PROCESS DESIGN/MAPPING – Scott Giltz
Handouts:  “New Course Notification form” and course outline for MN-141.

This course is in response to industry demand.  It presents the methodology for process mapping as well as how to redesign processes for capacity, efficiency, quality, and performance.  This course is not to be published in the catalog.  This course is challengeable and can also be repeated for a grade.

Handouts:  “New Course Notification form” and course outline for MN-142

This course is in response to industry demand.  It provides the methodology to apply lean principles to the workplace.  This course is not to be published in the catalog.  This course is challengeable and can also be repeated for a grade.

Handouts:  “New Course Notification form” and course outline for MN-143.

This course is in response to industry demand.  It provides an understanding of the principles, concepts, and approach used for Total Productive Maintenance (TPM).  This course is not to be published in the catalog.  This course is challengeable and can also be repeated for a grade.

LEADING LEAN – Scott Giltz

Handouts:  “New Course Notification form” and course outline for MN-240.

This course is in response to industry demand.  Participants will learn to lead employee groups through activities and assignments to create the “lean manufacturing workplace.”   This course is not to be published in the catalog. This course is challengeable and can also be repeated for a grade.

This course is in response to industry demand.  It provides the beginning theory and practical instruction in SMAW as it relates to pipe welding.  This course is challengeable and can also be repeated for a grade.
