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COURSE DESCRIPTION:

This course introduces the literature of science fiction in print and film, exploring historical and contemporary themes. The course covers a variety of authors and films, and examines the art and function of this genre of fiction.

COURSE OBJECTIVES:

This course will require students to explore historical, literary, and critical approaches to science fiction through reading, viewing, discussion, and writing.
STUDENT LEARNING OUTCOMES:

Upon successful completion of this course, students should be able to:
1)
Define, describe, and analyze elements of the literature of science fiction.
2)
Demonstrate familiarity with some of the theories explaining the social, historical, and narrative function of science fiction, through class discussion, essays, projects, tests and quizzes.  
3)
Apply techniques of literary analysis to science fiction texts and films.

4)
Express their responses to science fiction, both in discussion and writing.
5)
Develop their responses to class material into successful papers and academic projects.
6)
Use research tools as they search for material to share with the class and pursue their own academic projects.
