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Course Description: 

This course is designed for upper intermediate and above level ESL students who want to learn more about occupations in the healthcare professions. Students will learn about the U.S. healthcare system, various healthcare occupations, the division of responsibilities, healthcare ethics, patient’s rights, and occupational safety standards. In addition student will learn basic medical terminology and the abbreviations required in healthcare settings. Students will practice the four core skills of speaking, listening, reading and writing within the context of the course major topics.

Course Objectives
This course will:

· provide  topics for discussion;

· facilitate small group interactions and discussions;

· present information on healthcare occupations and the U.S. healthcare system

· present ways to use language for specific functions in healthcare training and employment situations;

· present and provide practice for speaking, listening, reading and writing in English;
· provide opportunity for career exploration, goal setting and planning;

· develop critical thinking skills;

· give feedback on a variety of speaking tasks.

Student Learning Outcomes

Upon successful completion of this course, students will have the language skills that will enable them to:

· describe various healthcare settings and how the U.S. healthcare system differs from healthcare systems in their native country;
· explain specific healthcare occupations of personal interest, typical job duties, education, training and other requirements.
· describe common safety concerns within a healthcare setting;
· demonstrate knowledge of common medical terminology and abbreviations;
· demonstrate decoding skills from a chart or report;
· describe personal goals and process for attaining goals.
