CATALOG UPDATE – Lenda Black
Catalog process is well underway.  There will be improvements to the “Information and Services” section that will break them into two parts:  programs and ways to earn credit; and student and community resources.   Campus maps will most likely be taken out of the catalog and moved to the Student Handbook.
NEW COURSE:  MFG-196     BOILER OPERATONS I – Julie Korphage

This course has been created for the International Union of Operating Engineers 701 stationary engineer training program.  This course is challengeable and can be repeated for a grade.

UPDATE FROM THE BUSINESS DEPARTMENT – Joan Ryan

The department is realigning their certificate programs (Office Specialist Training program and the Office Specialist Certificate) related to the Business Technology degree.  The department will be back in the fall to show the full program.  The Business co-op class, BA-280, is being divided into BA-280A, BA-280B, BA-280C, BA-280D and BA-280E for focused areas and variable credit needs in response to the Retail Management program needs.
NEW COURSE:  FRP-107     WILDLAND FIRE CAREER PORTFOLIO – Tom Laugle
Handouts:  “New Course Notification” form and course outline for FRP-107.

This course is an addition to the current curriculum in response to the recommendation from their advisory committee.  Students will develop a portfolio that provides documentation of training and experience toward employment or promotion opportunities.  It will become a core class in the program.  It is not a transfer course.  This course is not challengeable.  It can be repeated for a grade.

NEW COURSE:   FRP-245     SURVIVOR III:  WEATHER OF THE NW – Tom Laugle

Handouts:   “New Course Notification” form and course outline for FRP-245.

This course is designed for the wildland firefighter, mariner, hiker, hunter or others who need to know basics of weather forecasting.  This course was recommended by the program’s advisory committee to be added to the current curriculum.  This course is not challengeable.  It can be repeated for a grade.

NEW COURSE:  FRP-246     WILDERNESS FIRST AID – Tom Laugle

This is another class the FRP advisory committee recommended being added to the current curriculum.  It will be a core class that will help students be better prepared to handle a backcountry medical emergency.  It is not a transfer course.  This course is challengeable and can be repeated for a grade.

NEW COURSE:  ENG-261     LITERATURE OF SCIENCE FICTION – Trista Cornelius

ACCREDITATION RECOMMENDATIONS – Baldwin van der Bijl
The final letter has been sent.  Spring 2008 is our next visit.  What we need to “fix” or “add” to the AAOT and ASOT-Business degrees, are program outcomes.  The entire state’s community colleges are all in the same situation.  Work at the state level has already started as well as a senate bill that would address this.  We’ll use some of that work but Baldwin also wants us involved at our College level.  Baldwin will pull this group together and will be asking for volunteers soon.
UPDATE CAREER DEVELOPMENT FACILITATOR AND GERONTOLOGY PROGRAMS – Donna Acord

The programs that were approved at our last meeting stand.  Nothing changes.  The Gerontology certificate will stay as it is currently (with SOC prefix classes) for the 2007-08 catalog year.  A task force has been created to have more in-depth conversations regarding those SOC prefix classes that appear in this certificate.  The task force will check in with the Curriculum Committee between now and the 2008-09 catalog process.
COMPUTER LITERACY GRADUATION REQUIREMENT DISCUSSION – Bill Zuelke
On-going discussion.  Baldwin made the following proposal that Trista agreed to email to the committee and have included in the minutes.  We are encouraged to share this proposal with our departments/programs to make sure everyone who needs/wants to can speak up and/or attend our March meeting.
Proposal:

1. Is what we’re calling “computer literacy” the right level?  This is a broader and longer discussion that needs to happen.
2. For the 2007-08 catalog, the AGS degree computer literacy requirement would be met by passing CS-090 or having the test place the student into CS-120.

a. If a student wants to use a course with [C] in the title, they can but after that class concludes, they need to take the assessment test to ensure they met the requirement.

b. In the longer term, we would get rid of all the [C] classes.
3. The computer literacy requirement is dropped from the AAS degrees altogether for 2007-08.
