NEW COURSE:  ENL-100     ENGLISH COMMUNICATION IN HEALTHCARE OCCUPATIONS – Joanna Ponce

NEW COURSE:   PIE-082     SPELLING – Kathy Fallon

This course gives students the opportunity to practice English spelling patterns and rules and also gives help with spelling challenges.   This course will complement existing writing and vocabulary building courses.  This course is challengeable and can be repeated for a grade.

NEW COURSE:   RE-244    MARKET ANALYSIS AND HIGHEST AND BEST USE – Bill Waters

Handouts:   “New Course” form and course outline for RE-244.
This course updates the real estate appraisal offerings to meet new federal and state education standards.  It identifies and analyzes market forces affecting the buyer’s and seller’s behaviors for understanding and reporting values.  Federal standard requires students to attend all 15 hours of the course and also pass the exam.  This course is not challengeable.  It can be repeated for a grade.

NEW COURSE:   RE-245    RESIDENTIAL SITE VALUATION AND COST APPROACH – Bill Waters

Handouts:   “New Course” form and course outline for RE-245.
This course updates the real estate appraisal offerings to meet new federal and state education standards.  This course helps students gain insight and knowledge of the various theories and methodologies for arriving at residential site values and applying the Cost Approach in everyday appraisal work.  Federal standard requires students to attend all 15 hours of the course and also pass the exam.  This course is not challengeable.  It can be repeated for a grade.

NEW COURSE:   RE-246    RESIDENTIAL REPORT WRITING – Bill Waters

Handouts:   “New Course: form and course outline for RE-246.
This course updates the real estate appraisal offerings to meet new federal and state education standards.  This course introduces theories, techniques, and procedures to understand the appraisal process and how to use various residential forms and reports for appraisals.  Federal standard requires students to attend all 15 hours of the course and also pass the exam.  This course is not challengeable.  It can be repeated for a grade.

Services AAS degree.  It missed coming to a prior Curriculum Committee meeting for approval so it is 


being presented now.   This course is not challengeable, but it can be repeated for a grade.

3.  HS-267 Intervention Strategies Working with Families course approval – Donna Acord

This course has been approved by the state to be offered in the Human Services program.  It missed 


coming to a prior Curriculum Committee meeting for approval so it is being presented now.  This 


course is challengeable and can be repeated for a grade.

IMS New Prefix – Bill Briare


The Humanities division is in the designing phase of a new AAS, Integrated Media Studies.  
They 


would like to offer their first integrated media class this spring, an IMS-199.  More information on this

COMPUTER LITERACY DISCUSSION – Bill Zuelke
The committee continued the discussion of computer literacy.  Recap of decisions from our last meeting:

1. No computer literacy requirement in the AAOT/ASOT-Business.
2. AAS will require the computer literacy needs for their program.
3. There is no CCC computer literacy requirement.

The current reality at Clackamas for a student meeting the computer literacy standard is the following:

1. Passing CS-090

2. Taking a computer placement test and passing it at the level designated as computer literate

3. Passing a course designated by a [C] in the title.

The committee deliberated this for awhile and came to the following recommendation to be presented to the campus at College Council:
1. End the College requirement for any computer literacy standard in the AAS degrees and certificates the College awards.

2. Change the manner in which a student demonstrates that they have met the College computer literacy requirement for awarding of the AGS degree.

The recommended new measures are:

a. Completion of CS-090

b. Placement in CS-120 as measured by the computer placement exam

The operational/action steps that will be required to make the above changes are the following:

1. Delete the [C] designation on all courses in the 2007-08 catalog

2. Delete ISP’s Manual Appendix C showing all the current [C] courses.

3. Change the computer literacy language found on page 15 of the 2006-07 catalog to delete any reference to AAS degrees and certificates in future catalogs.  
4. Represent the new language for meeting computer literacy for the AGS degree in the 2007-08 catalog.

5. Revamp the computer literacy placement test and create a shorter efficient placement test for:  Pass CS-090 or placement into CS-120.

6. Allow an agreement of understanding for the evaluation specialists that will allow all students who have completed [C] courses on their transcript to automatically meet the computer literacy requirement for the AGS for the duration of the permitted catalog designated chosen years.
