CHANGE COURSE:   TTL-101    INTRODUCTION TO TRANSPORTATION & LOGISTICS – Scott Giltz

CHANGED PROGRAM:  TRANSPORTATION & LOGISTICS SPECIALIST CERTIFICATE – Scott Giltz

Handouts:   Transportation & Logistics Specialist program outline
This certificate is part of a professional pathway that begins in high school, awards this certificate and matriculates to Portland State University and University of Oregon to higher degrees in this profession.  This program began as a Workfirst program and has now grown to a 19 credit certificate of completion.  Rogue Community College also has a certificate with this CIP code.

NEW COURSE:   IMS-104     DIGITAL VIDEO EDITING – Andy Mingo
Handouts:   “New Course” form and course outline for IMS-104.
With the development of the Integrated Media Studies degree, video production and video editing will play a key role in many focus areas of the degree.  Until the degree has been finalized, this course will be an elective.  This course will transfer into the Portland State University’s Film Studies Program.  This course is challengeable.  It can be repeated for a grade.

NEW COURSE:   HD-180     CAREER DEVELOPMENT INTERNSHIP – David Blessman
Handouts:   “New Course” form and course outline for HD-180.
This course provides an entry level venue for high school students and potential community college students to develop entry level skills for a variety of occupations in a structured manner prior to selecting a program of study.    This course addresses the needs of high school students or individuals (16 yrs+) entering college or the workforce who need starting entry level point.  This course is not challengeable.  It can be repeated for a grade.

Need to 



clarify/note on the form when we mean high school students and when community 



college students, and also note that we mean the minimum age of the students to be 



older than 16.

Discussion:  Converting Composition classes to four credits, beginning fall term 2008 – Trista Cornelius

Handout:  “Converting Composition Course to Four Credits” proposal draft
Trista would like to begin the discussion of converting the composition classes from three to four credits that would happen fall term 2008.  The committee that worked on this proposal would like to hear how this would impact/have no impact on other departments program offerings.  The proposal draft outlines the work the committee has done and their recommendations. 

The points of the proposal are:  
•  WR-121 and WR-122 would change to 4 credits


•  WR-123 would stay a 3 credit course for as long as the students need it


•  WR-123 would be replaced by a new course, WR-222 (a four-credit class)


•  WR-122 would become a prerequisite to WR-222


•  WR-222 would be offered as a general research writing class as well as a thematic class.


•  WR-222 would be designed to meet an “Arts and Letters” requirement (as long as total writing 



requirements are only 8 credits for the AAOT/ASOT.)


•  WR-227 would change to 4 credits, add a formal presentation as a student learning outcome, add an 

argument/persuasion to the course, and require only WR-121 as a prerequisite.

•  WR-101 would change to 4 credits

All committee members are encouraged to take the proposal draft back to their 



department/division meetings and begin discussing the following feedback needed:

1. Will these changes fit well with your existing requirements?

2. Will these changes benefit your students?

3. Are there other needs you have regarding these classes, credits, and curriculum?

4. Have they forgotten anything?
