COURSE DESCRIPTION:   This course serves as a weekly seminar to support high school students participating in CCC’s Early College Programs (currently Gateway to College and Clackamas Middle College) as they transition to the general CCC campus. Topics will include educational planning, understanding and implementing college study skills, understanding the college culture, and orientation to services available to CCC students.  Students will also be completing required assignments each term including midterm progress reports and attendance reports. This workshop can be repeated each term until the student graduates from high school or leaves an early college program.
COURSE OBJECTIVES:  This course will:
