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	Course Description:
	This course is intended for foreign-educated nurses who have not yet passed the NCLEX-RN licensing examination, but who otherwise meet the Oregon State Board of Nursing criteria for practice in the state. Nursing Transition Program-1 runs concurrent to Nursing Transition Program-2.

The theory component of this course focuses on current concepts in adult medical-surgical nursing.  Concepts covered in addition to adult nursing include: the nursing process; nursing standards of practice; the Nurse Practice Act; care at the end of life; nursing in the community; leadership and management; and managed care. Additional content includes principles of professional communication, leadership and nursing management. The nursing skills component of this course provides an opportunity for the foreign-educated nurse to review and update clinical skills and health assessment in the context of current U.S. practice. Students practice their observation and assessment skills during simulation laboratory classes and in a hospital setting under instructor supervision.  The course emphasizes evidence-based practice, including nursing process, critical thinking and decision-making skills. 
Classes are presented in a case study format with frequent standardized testing to assess comprehension of material.  

Students who successfully complete all components of this course and the co-requisite courses are eligible to apply for NCLEX-RN testing and licensure in the State of Oregon.

	Course Objectives:
	The objective of this course is to prepare bilingual, bicultural registered nurses who understand and function safely and effectively in US health care settings, using critical thinking, evidence-based practice and effective written and verbal communication.

	At the completion of this course the student should be able to:
· Apply adult medical-surgical nursing concepts and theories to the practice of professional nursing.
· Apply the nursing process to select patient populations demonstrating critical thinking.
· Perform focused assessments of clients using competent health assessment skills.
· Provide competent nursing care that is holistic and culturally sensitive to each client’s unique needs.
· Provide patient education and discharge planning as appropriate to the client’s and family’s needs.
· Communicate effectively with physicians, other members of the health care team, patients and family members.

· Demonstrate effective written communication skills in the documentation of patient care.
