CATALOG UPDATE – Lenda Black
The 2007-08 catalog is on campus.  This year the printer is 10 days earlier than the designated delivery date to campus. 
DISCUSSION:  CONVERTING COMPOSITION CLASSES TO FOUR CREDITS  – Trista Cornelius

Handout:  “Converting Composition Course to Four Credits” proposal draft

The points of the proposal again are:  

•  WR-121 and WR-122 would change to 4 credits


•  WR-123 would stay a 3 credit course for as long as the students need it


•  WR-123 would be replaced by a new course, WR-222 (a four-credit class)


•  WR-122 would become a prerequisite to WR-222


•  WR-222 would be offered as a general research writing class as well as a thematic class.


•  WR-222 would be designed to meet an “Arts and Letters” requirement (as long as total writing 



requirements are only 8 credits for the AAOT/ASOT.)


•  WR-227 would change to 4 credits, add a formal presentation as a student learning outcome, add an 

argument/persuasion to the course, and require only WR-121 as a prerequisite.

•  WR-101 would change to 4 credits

This proposal would begin Fall term 2008.  The English Department faculty listened to feedback from the committee.  The Advisors liked the change and had only one concern about WR-101 moving to 4 credits.  Other colleges are still at 3 credits for WR 101 and they thought maybe this wasn’t the right time for us to increase the credits for that class.  The Business Department thought this credit change would help their students, as not many of their students were taking the WR-123 course.    The consensus from the committee to the English Department was to support the credit change proposal except for WR-101.

Action:
Curriculum approved moving forward with this proposal.  Trista will take the proposal to 



College Council for the bigger campus discussion/feedback opportunity.
NEW COURSE:    LIB-201    INFORMATION CREDIBILITY – Terry Mackey
Handouts:   “New Course” form and course outline for LIB-201.

This new course was created to improve a student’s critical thinking skills regarding information received from television, radio, newspapers, magazines, journals and the internet.   Could be an elective to the AAOT.  Will be offered winter term.  This course is challengeable and can be repeated for a grade.

Action:
Committee approved with minor corrections to the outline.  Terry will add the word 



“Information” to the title, restate student learning outcomes to be more measurable, 



expand the grading to include both letter grade (A-F) or Pass/No Pass and get a revised 



outline back to Lynda.
CHANGE COURSE:   HD-120     NEW STUDENT COLLEGE SUCCESS – Ellen Wolfson
Handouts:   “Change Course” form and course outline for HD-120.
This course is currently approved for one credit.  The department would like the opportunity to offer the course for 3 credits.  They are proposing the course be reapproved for 3 variable credits so they can offer sections either for 1 credit or 3 credits, with the difference being the 3 credit course will be the expanded version. They believe this added depth will be more motivating for the student.  The committee suggested to Ellen the department come back to the next meeting with a new course number for the 3 credit offering and leave the HD-120 as a 1 credit course.

Ellen will come back at the June meeting with a new HD New Student College Success 




course for 3 credits.
NEW COURSE:   ENG-217     GAMES AND LITERATURE – Trista Cornelius
Handouts:   “New Course” form and course outline for ENG-271.
This new course is intended to follow ENG-216, COMICS AND LITERATURE.  This class applies literary analysis and the literary tradition to an element of popular culture.  It broadens the department’s literature offerings and taps into current popular themes to engage the student.  It was first offered Spring term as a “299” course and was very popular with the students.  This course transfers as an elective and would also meet the “Arts and Letters” credits.   This course is challengeable.  It can be repeated for a grade.

Action:
Committee approved. 
NEW COURSE:   ENG-295     REVOLUTIONARY FILM – Trista Cornelius
Handouts:   “New Course” form and course outline for ENG-295.
This new course is intended to follow ENG-195, AMERICAN FILM.  This class applies literary analysis and the literary tradition to film.  It broadens the department’s literature offerings and taps into current popular themes to engage the student.  It was first offered Winter term as a “299” course and was very popular with the students.  This course transfers as an elective and would also meet the “Arts and Letters” credits.   This course is challengeable.  It can be repeated for a grade.

Action:
Committee approved with a minor correction to the course outline.  Trista will note the 


grading scheme as both Letter grade or Pass/No Pass, clarify the required text and get 


the revised outline back to Lynda.
HOUSEKEEPING ITEMS – Trista Cornelius
The following items were presented in this category as housekeeping committee-cleanup/process alignment approvals.

1. BA-280A, B, C, D, E approvals – Bill Waters

BMT-070, BMT-102, BMT-103, BMT-107, BMT-110, BMT-111, BMT-115, BMT-123, BMT-224

Handout:  BA-280 and BMT course descriptions.  These courses are electives to the Retail 

Management AAS degree.  They were approved with the state as possible program electives only by 

the prefix, BMT. The list helps clarify for approval what individual courses we have that satisfy the 
program electives in that new degree.
2. NRS-232 Pathophysiological Processes I — Carol Thorn
NRS-233 Pathophysiological Processes II
Handouts:  “New Course” forms and outlines for NRS-232 and NRS-233.

These courses were previously approved by the committee when the revised statewide Nursing degree 


came forward.  These two course handouts were missing in the presentation at that time.  This gives 


the committee a chance to see the courses that were approved.

Committee approved all the above housekeeping items.
Discussion:  Criteria and procedure of Human Relations courses on Related Instruction Page – Bill Briare
Committee discussion centered around page 15 of the current college catalog, the list of courses that appear on that page and the criteria.   Bill posed the question to the committee:  “how do we add courses to that list and how do we removed courses from that list?”   The committee wanted more time to discuss this topic as there was not enough time today on the agenda.


Action:
The committee moved this discussion to an agenda item for the summer retreat.

Update:  AAOT/ASOT Subcommittee on Outcomes and Assessment – Bill Briare

Currently on the committee:  Terry Mackey, Jessica Walter, Paula Hamm, Carol Burnell.  The committee also would like Joan Ryan to be on this subcommittee.  A current Senate bill says the AAOT needs to be reviewed.  At the core of this discussion is how do we measure outcomes such as critical thinking?  Also, how do we measure outcomes in general education courses?  The committee is just forming.

Committee.
