Prepares students for essential listening, speaking, reading and writing skills typically required of nursing assistants.  The prerequisite for this course is advanced level ESL students. NEW COURSE:   NUR-230     WIN NURSING TRANSITION, PART I – Judith Anderson
Handouts:   “New Course” form and course outline for NUR-230.
This new course is intended to give students the content and hours necessary for Oregon registered nursing licensure.  This course forms the second major portion of the Oregon State Board of Nursing requirements for an approved re-entry program, designed to prepare only foreign-educated nurses for U.S. practice.  It is the only re-entry program of its type in the Pacific Northwest.  This course is not challengeable.  It can be repeated for a grade if space permits.

NEW COURSE:   NUR-231   WIN NURSING TRANSITION, PART II – Judith Anderson
Handouts:  “New Course” form and course outline for NUR-231.

This new course is intended to give students the content and hours necessary for Oregon registered nursing licensure.  This course forms the second major portion of the Oregon State Board of Nursing requirements for an approved re-entry program, designed to prepare only foreign-educated nurses for U.S. practice.  It is the only re-entry program of its type in the Pacific Northwest.  This course is not challengeable.  It can be repeated for a grade if space permits.

NEW COURSE:   EL-120     EARLY COLLEGE ODYSSEY – Yvonne Wilebski

Handouts:  “New Course” form and course outline for EL-120.

This course is a new requirement for all students participating in a Clackamas early college program, which includes Gateway to College and Clackamas Middle College programs.  It allows staff the ability to monitor and evaluate students on campus, as well as offer support and advising.  The Advising and Counseling department chair agreed this course did not overlap significantly with the HD-120 course taught by Student Outreach.  This course is not challengeable and can be repeated for a grade.

NEW COURSE:   CJA-233     PUBLIC SAFETY MENTAL HEALTH INTERVENTION – Ida Flippo

This course is a result of industry need by the Criminal Justice Advisory committee.  This class is expected to be offered once a year and is specific to criminal justice/corrections.  The committee discussed the possible overlapping of subject matter with other disciplines.  This course is challengeable and can be repeated for a grade.
