	4. Description of course change:
	WR227 will no longer require WR122 as a prerequisite, only WR121.  WR227 will change from 3 to 4 credits in order to include a formal presentation (something the Business Department requested) and persuasion/argument student learning outcomes.  We also added grant writing as part of the range of assignments, since the English Department receives many requests for help with grant writing.  

	5. Reason for course change:


	To match other community colleges and universities that began the shift to four credits a couple of years ago; this should simplify transferring to other institutions.  The prerequisite change should help students in Business programs fit in WR227, since total writing credits will now be eight rather than nine, and only two terms.  

	6. Is the course challengeable?


	Yes.

	7. Is the course repeatable?


	Yes.

	8. Curriculum Impact:
	WR121 and WR227 will now meet the AAOT/ASOT eight credit writing requirement.  For students needing or wanting a three-term sequence, WR121-WR122-WR227 can still be combined; the persuasion/argument outcome added to WR227 will not overlap with WR122.  

	9. Internal Impact:
	The English Department may need an increase to the part-time faculty budget, once we see how the credit and prerequisite changes affect the number of WR227 courses needed.  Scheduling classrooms and times for four-credit courses was already worked out with SSC a few years ago, so this should not cause any scheduling problems in terms of classrooms.  

	10. External Impact:  
	We will match PCC’s WR227.
