CATALOG UPDATE

Lynda reported for Lenda Black who was unable to be at today’s meeting.  The finalized catalog deadline calendar was handed out.   November 2 and November 30 are the two remaining Curriculum Committee meetings for departments to be able to submit new courses/programs to the 2007-08 catalog.
CHANGED COURSE:    WR-121    ENGLISH COMPOSITION – David Mount
Handouts:   “Changed Course” form and course outline for WR-121.

WR-121 will change from 3 to 4 credits Summer 2008 to more accurately represent curriculum already included in the course as well as add a few new student learning outcomes.  The reason for the change now is to match other community colleges and universities that began the shift to four credits a couple of years ago.  This shift should help our students when they transfer to other institutions.  The credit impact on other career technical program total credits should be minimal as most of the programs offer the choice of taking WR-101 or WR-121 and WR-101 is staying at 3 credits.  This course is challengeable and can also be repeated for a grade.

CHANGED COURSE:
WR-122     ENGLISH COMPOSITION – David Mount

Handouts:  “Changed Course” form and course outline for WR-122.
WR-122 will change from 3 to 4 credits Summer 2008 to more accurately represent curriculum already included in the course as well as add a few new student learning outcomes. The reason for the change now is to match other community colleges and universities that began the shift to four credits a couple of years ago.  This shift should help our students when they transfer to other institutions.  For students needing or wanting a three-term sequence, WR-222 and WR-123 will serve as the third term (which will be highly recommended for anyone needing research writing and documenting skills.)  This course is challengeable and can also be repeated for a grade.

CHANGED COURSE:
WR-227     TECHNICAL REPORT WRITING – David Mount
Handouts:  “Changed Course: form and course outline for WR-227.
WR-227 will change from 3 to 4 credits Summer 2008 to more accurately represent curriculum already included in the course as well as add a few new student learning outcomes.  WR-227 will no longer require WR-122 as a prerequisite, only WR-121.   WR-227 will include a formal presentation and persuasion/argument student learning outcomes.  Also added was grant writing as part of the range of assignments.  These outcomes added to WR-227 will not overlap with WR-122.  The reason for the change now is to match other community colleges and universities that began the shift to four credits a couple of years ago.  The prerequisite change should help those students in the Business programs fit in WR-227 since total writing credits will now match the AAOT eight required credits.  This course is challengeable and can also be repeated for a grade.

NEW COURSE:   ESL-087/PIE-087     EDITING – Alice Goldstein
Handouts:   “New Course” form and course outlines for ESL-087 and PIE-087.

This new course is intended to fit the needs of the ESL students who are not ready for Upper Intermediate Writing.  For some ESL students, it will replace ESL-059 Upper Intermediate Writing for some terms.  It will help students find errors in their writing. This course is not challengeable but can be repeated for a grade.

NEW COURSE:   MFG-275
MASTERCAM BASICS – Scott Giltz
Handouts:  “New Course” form and course outline for MFG-275.

This new course is intended to meet industry needs.  It is very similar to MFG-204 but without the hands-on portion so it can be delivered online to industry.   It is not equitable to MFG-204.  This course is challengeable and may be repeated for a grade.

NEW COURSE:   HOR-216     INTEGRATED PEST MANAGEMENT – Bob Nelson
Handouts:  “New Course” form and course outline for HOR-216.
This new course is due to a request form students and industry.   It is an extension of the very successful series of the 3 current pest ID courses.  This course is the “how to” utilizing those 3 courses.  It is possible the students can also receive Oregon State Pesticide Recertification credits.    It will be an elective to the current Horticulture programs.  This course is challengeable and may be repeated for a grade.
