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Course Description: This course is designed to help participants explore in depth The Oregon Registry. Participants will be guided through the foundations of Oregon’s professional development system, while engaging in relevant hands-on activities. They will receive the information and materials needed to apply to The Oregon Registry.
Course Objectives: This course is intended to:

· Foster an understanding of Oregon’s early childhood care and education system.
· Through conversations, discussions of practical experiences, experiential activities, etc. participants will examine where they fit into the Oregon system and make connections with what they already know to provide best practice in working with preschool children.
· Prepare the students to effectively examine their training/experience to decide where such education/experience “fits” in The Oregon Registry 
· Assist students in applying to The Oregon Registry. 

Student Learning Objectives:  Upon completion of this course, participants should be able to:

· Define and describe relevant “best practices” (for children & practitioners) in early childhood care and education, as they relate to participants’ professional development.

· Enumerate and describe the ten Core Knowledge categories. 

· Delineate the practical steps to apply for The Oregon Registry.  
· Describe how the possession of such a credential (as The Oregon Registry, CDA, etc.) affects early childhood teachers’ self-esteem and the effect that that has when supporting preschool children’s learning in the classroom.

· Develop a PAP (professional action plan) for completing the application process and applying for The Oregon Registry.
