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Course Description: This course, which is offered in hybrid format, is designed to help students explore in greater depth the observation of 0 – 8 year olds within the classroom environment. In this more advanced course, the student focuses on observation and guidance techniques for observing groups of children and addresses challenging behaviors and other issues within the early childhood environment. The practitioner’s role in using observation to promote his/her own development and to assist in the development of the children is explored in depth.  
Course Objectives: This course is intended to:

· Review the basic observational and guidance techniques covered in the first-year techniques course.  
· Further expand the methods for observing both individuals and groups of children.
· Foster an understanding of how this expanded observation can guide and support the implementation of a term long integrated emergent curriculum project – based on the groups’ interest.

· Assist the participant in self-examination and reflection related the use of positive guidance techniques. 
· Help practitioners understand how connecting with each child (and his/her parents) can help them recognize what is behind the individual child’s challenging behaviors. 

Learning Outcomes: The participants will be able to:


· Systematically observe and record individual and groups of children in their natural setting, the classroom.

· Use this systematic observation to make decisions related to improving the developmental appropriateness of their curriculum. 

· Make assessment decisions on individual children based on that child’s strengths and needs.

· Collaborate with parents to become educational partners in the observation and assessment of their children.
· Develop a case study of one child based on observation, parental interviews, etc.
