CATALOG UPDATE

Catalog information memos for program and course description copy have been distributed to the divisions.  Proofing pages will be out soon.  For the 2008-09 catalog, departments have been advised the following:  all professional technical references need to be changed to career technical; any course description text that speaks to specific methods of delivery (e.g. online) are to be removed; any courses that have lab components should have that stated in the course description text; and courses that can be repeated for additional credit should also state that in course description text.  The next Curriculum Committee meeting will be the last one for courses and/or program additions to the 2008-09 catalog.   
NEW COURSE:      HUM/SSC-235    PERSPECTIVES ON TERRORISM – Jackie Flowers and Sandra Grossman Toban
Handouts:   “New Course” form and course outlines for HUM-235 & SSC-235.

This course examines multiple perspectives on terrorism and investigates the assumptions and beliefs underlying each perspective as well as other academic disciplines.  This course is an elective and does meet the criteria for the Portland State University’s Sophomore Inquiry program.  This course is not challengeable as it is interdisciplinary and interactive.  It can be repeated for a grade.

LE-105     PEER SUPPORT – Pam Clem
Handouts:  “New Course” form and course outline for LE-105.
This course discusses the dynamics of peer support skills during a crisis.  It is being requested by industry.  It will become an elective in the Public Safety AAS degree for 2008-09.  This course is challengeable and can also be repeated for a grade.

NEW COURSE:
LE-152     HOSTAGE NEGOTIATIONS – Pam Clem

Handouts:  “New Course” form and course outline for LE-152.

This course is designed to provide the knowledge, skills, attitudes and abilities central to help bring hostage situations to a successful safe conclusion.  It is being requested by industry.  It will become an elective in the Public Safety AAS degree for 2008-09.  This course is challengeable and can also be repeated for a grade.

NEW COURSE:   CHN-100
INTRODUCTION TO CHINESE LANGUAGE AND CULTURE – David Miller
Handouts:  “New Course” form and course outline for CHN-100.

This new course is intended to augment current department offerings and gives the student an opportunity for another language.  It is a beginning Mandarin Chinese course intended for students with no prior knowledge of any Chinese dialect or written Chinese.  Emphasis is on culture.  This course is challengeable and may be repeated for a grade.

NEW COURSE:   HUM/SSC-236     SPORTS, ENTERTAINMENT AND POP CULTURE IN WESTERN CIVILIZATION – Patricia McFarland
Handouts:  “New Course” form and course outlines for HUM-236 and SSC-236.
This course explores the topics of sports, entertainment and popular culture in western civilization from ancient Greece to the present.  It includes an examination of prominent athletes, entertainers and writers in each period.  It will transfer as an elective.  This course does not meet the criteria for the Portland State University’s Sophomore Inquiry program. This course is not challengeable but may be repeated for a grade.  Recommended prerequisites in writing or reading may be added to the course outline at a later time and updated with the Curriculum Office.

NEW COURSE:    HUM/SSC-237     SCIENCE, MEDICINE AND TECHNOLOGY IN WESTERN CIVILIZATION – Patricia McFarland
Handouts:  “New Course” form and course outlines for HUM-237 and SSC-237.

This course traces the major developments in western civilization in the fields of science, medicine and technology from ancient Greece to the present.  It includes an examination of the biographies of prominent scientists, doctors and engineers.  It will transfer as an elective. This course does not meet the criteria for the Portland State University’s Sophomore Inquiry program.  This course is not challengeable but may be repeated for a grade.  Recommended prerequisites in writing or reading may be added to the course outline at a later time and updated with the Curriculum Office.

NEW COURSE:    HUM/SSC-238     LOVE, MARRIAGE AND THE FAMILY IN WESTERN CIVILIZATION – Patricia McFarland
Handouts:  “New Course” form and course outlines for HUM-238 and SSC-238.

This course examines the concept of love and the institutions of marriage and the family in western civilization from ancient Greece to the present.  It includes a consideration of the ideas of prominent thinkers, artists and political leaders.  It will transfer as an elective.  This course does not meet the criteria for the Portland State University’s Sophomore Inquiry program.  This course is not challengeable but may be repeated for a grade.  Recommended prerequisites in writing or reading may be added to the course outline at a later time and updated with the Curriculum Office.

CHANGED COURSE:     CDT-112
RESIDENTIAL PRINT READING – Scott Giltz
Handouts:  “New Course” form and course outline for CDT-112.

Formerly numbered BC-112.  This course is designed to introduce the student to the field of reading residential drawings and to provide the foundation necessary to practice and perfect these skills in the workplace.  The course is in response to industry demand and will be an additional program elective to Drafting.  This course is challengeable and can also be repeated for a grade.

CAREER PATHWAYS FORMS UDPATE DISCUSSION – Trista Cornelius
Drafts came back to the committee for discussion.  The committee liked adding the additional career pathway question to our committee forms but there was much discussion as to what is the question we want to ask.  The goal of adding the question would be to have a department talk with Steffen Moller first who can then lead them to the Dean of the area for discussion.

Bill updated the committee that the Business Department is currently finalizing an articulation with Marylhurst for all our Business AAS degrees to articulate into their BS Business & Leadership Degree.  This articulation accelerates Marylhurst’s upper-division courses to our business graduates which includes Marylhurst coming on campus to teach the fourth year of their bachelor degree.  Bill’s question to the committee was how best to enter this information into the 2008-09 catalog?

AS DEGREE UPDATE DISCUSSION -  Scott Giltz & Bill Zuelke
Handout:   “Associate of Science 2008-09 Student Guide”
The AS degree helps Clackamas align to Oregon University Schools for students transferring into the Science and Technology fields.  We have one AS degree/articulation currently with Oregon Institute of Technology.  Our two AAS degrees, Electronics Systems Technology and Microelectronics Systems Technology, give our graduate students true junior standing for their Bachelor of Science in Electronics Engineering Technology degree.  Questions the committee raised included:  “how does this work with the OTM?” and “can we make modifications to the OTM?”  This is a 90 credit degree that has a recognized core of general education courses and specific program electives.  This creates a platform to build an articulation with the 4-year institutions.
