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This course will focus on revolutionary styles of filmmaking from around the world that continue to have an effect on how movies are made today.

Course Objectives:


This class will study revolutionary filmmakers and their works to understand how one style of filmmaking can influence another.  Also, we will discuss how these films affected the culture in which they were made, in addition to influencing societies around the world politically, artistically, and historically.  Students will regard cinema as a creative force worthy of critical analysis.
