NEW PROGRAM:   INTEGRATED MEDIA STUDIES – Bill Briare

This is a second reading for this new degree.  Bill clarified that IMS will be added to the Arts and Letters section of the AAOT page in the catalog.  IMS prefix will substitute for ENG, ART or MUS like-courses.  Currently our students have to go to Mt Hood CC because we don’t offer this program.  Their program is heavy into TV production whereas ours is more integrated between disciplines.  Our district high schools would like this program approved.

This course is part of the IMS AAS degree.  It introduces the student to the basic components of designing, shooting, recording, editing, and scoring movies.  This course will transfer as an Arts/Humanities elective.  It is not challengeable but may be repeated for a grade.

NEW COURSE:   IMS-230, ENG-230   DOCUMENTARY and EXPERIMENTAL FILMMAKING – Bill Briare

Handouts:  “New Course” forms and course outlines for IMS-230 and ENG-230.
These courses are part of the IMS AAS degree.  They introduce the student to the concepts and fundamentals of documentary and experimental filmmaking.  Previous experience with film studies and digital video is recommended.  These courses will transfer as general electives.  They are not challengeable but may be repeated for a grade.

It examines how music serves and is served by pop culture and media/ and explores history and development of the pop music, pop culture and media industries in America.  This course is not challengeable but may be repeated for a grade.

Handouts:   “New Course” form and course outline for IMS-180.

This course is a part of the IMS AAS degree.   It is intended to provide students an opportunity to develop entry level skills in a specific occupational area and to practice the basic career management skills necessary to obtain, sustain, and advancement employment.  A training and evaluation plan is developed and managed in consultation with the student, internship supervisor, and faculty.  This course is not challengeable but may be repeated for a grade.

NEW COURSE:   IMS-100    INTRODUCTION TO MEDIA ARTS – Bill Briare

Handouts:   “New Course” form and course outline for IMS-100.

This course is a part of the IMS AAS degree.   It presents an overview of career opportunities in the media industry.  It introduces basic principles common to success in the media industry, exploring areas such as music, film, video, and animation production; audio, video, and film studio management/engineering; media merchandising, promotion, and distribution; talent contracting/casting; talent agent/personal management; live performing; teaching; technical careers such as stage hand, grip, gaffer, costumer, photographer/camera operator, etc.  This course is not challengeable but may be repeated for a grade.

This course is a part of the IMS AAS degree.   This course is intended to offer students who are interested in filmmaking, the skills needed to successfully direct performances specifically for the screen. This course is not challengeable but may be repeated for a grade.

This course is a part of the IMS AAS degree.   This course is intended to offer students who are interested in Broadcast Journalism, the basic skills of writing, reporting, and camera operation for broadcast.  This course is not challengeable but may be repeated for a grade.

AS DEGREE UPDATE DISCUSSION -  Bill Zuelke
Handout:   “Associate of Science 2008-09 Student Guide, AS catalog pages from Rogue Community College and Blue Mountain CC.”
Continued discussion.  The discussion centered around these choices:

1) take LDC courses that are part of an official articulation agreement, or

2) take pro-tech courses that are part of an official articulation agreement.

3) Students must adhere to the requirements of the articulation agreement

4) The articulation agreement will determine how much extra math/science must be taken.

The committee decided the AS will be a part of an official articulation agreement.  Students will follow the articulation.  Departments will be asked to build articulation agreements requiring 3 science lab courses.    The Science department recommended that requirement and the committee agreed.  The OTM will stay as it currently is.
