	Minutes:
	1. The State requires that the AS contain a defined and recognizable general education component. 

a. Ideally, the State would like community colleges to use the OTM to serve this purpose. If a college decides not to use the OTM, the college needs to provide a reason as to why and define the general education components. 
b. The credits that comprise the OTM appear to align more with AAOT and lead toward a Bachelor of Arts degree. It does not leave enough room for the math, science, and technology courses required for many Bachelor of Science degrees.

c. After reviewing the lower division general education requirements for a variety of possible articulations, the group recommends the following streamlined general education core:

i. Writing – 2 courses (WR 121, WR 122 or 227)
ii. Oral Communication – 1 course (SP 111 or 112)
iii. Mathematics – 1 course (MTH 105, 111, or higher)

iv. Arts & Letters and Social Science – 3 courses 

v. Science, Math, Computer Science – 3 courses

· one course must be a lab science
· remaining courses from Science, Math, Computer Science area

d. Articulated degrees would likely specify the courses that would fulfill the general education areas. For example, the MET articulation with OIT requires CH 104, PH 201 & PH 202.

e. It is recommended that areas that are considering the use of the AS degree look at this streamlined general education core to determine if it fits their needs

2. The catalog would include a description of the AS degree, outline the general education requirements and refer student to an academic/faculty advisor for more information. 
This would allow an academic/faculty advisor to customize a degree for non-articulated programs. Currently we use the AGS for this purpose, but it is felt that the AGS does not accurately represent what the student has accomplished. Moreover, it is believed that the AS degree has greater integrity on a resume for students who are not able to transfer immediately or who are seeking employment in the field while completing their BS.
3. AS degrees that have been formally articulated would appear in the catalog with all of the requirements. See example from Rogue CC.
4. While the AS Degree is part of a student’s career pathway, it does not constitute a Career Pathway Certificate.
