FEBRUARY MEETING RECAP:

Handout:  General Education Outcomes for AAOT/ASOT Degrees

CATALOG SUBCOMMITTEE UPDATE – Lenda Black

Lenda thanked the Catalog Subcommittee for all their work on the new catalog.  Updates to the catalog:  Lenda passed around a draft of the list of approved degrees and of articulations.   Committee liked the appearance.  For the next catalog, the subcommittee is going to look at the professional upgrades the College offers and the possibility of how they might be highlighted in the catalog.  Important upcoming proofing dates for departments:  March 17, 18 and 19.  For divisions:  March 20.  Catalogs will be on campus sometime around mid-May.
NEW COURSE:      WR-222     WRITING RESEARCH PAPERS – David Mount
Handouts:   “New Course” form and course outline for WR-222.
This course is intended to replace WR-123.  OUS schools are beginning to phase out WR-123 since the sequence of WR-121/122/123 is no longer required.  Now only WR-121 and WR-122 are required.  This new course prepares students to write university-level research papers and pursue lifelong learning; introducing peer-reviewed academic publications.  WR-222 will transfer to most Oregon Universities at this time.  This course will be included on the Related Instruction list under Communication and in the Arts & Letters for the AAOT/ASOT..  This course is not challengeable but it can be repeated for a grade.

NEW PROGRAM:     CNC MACHINING TECHNICIAN – Scott Giltz
Handouts:   Program outline.

This new program will be approved as a career pathways certificate.  It provides the training necessary for employment within the advanced manufacturing field.  The program is fully transferable to the one-year Manufacturing Certificate or the two-year Manufacturing Technology degree.   Upon successful completion of the program, students will  have learned the skills necessary to obtain entry-level employment in the manufacturing field as a CNC operator.  This has had very positive feedback from its advisory committee.

NEW COURSE:     MFG-101    ESSENTIAL SKILLS FOR MANUFACTURING I – Mike Mattson
Handouts:   “New Course” form and course outline for MFG-101.

This new course is a result of industry demand.  It is for students who have never been in manufacturing before.  It is designed to provide students with entry-level skills better enabling them to secure work with a minimum of training.  The course focuses on the basic skills required for entry-level operator, processor and assembler jobs in the manufacturing and logistics industry.  This course is challengeable and can be repeated for a grade.

NEW COURSE:     MFG-102    ESSENTIAL SKILLS FOR MANUFACTURING II – Mike Mattson
Handouts:   “New Course” form and course outline for MFG-102.

This new course is a result of industry demand.  It is designed to further provide students with entry-level skills better enabling them to secure work with a minimum of training.  The course focuses on the basic skills required for entry-level operator, processor and assembler jobs in the manufacturing and logistics industry.  This course is challengeable and can be repeated for a grade.

NEW COURSE:     MET-152    DIGITAL ELECTRONICS-PLTW – Mike Mattson
Handouts:   “New Course” form and course outline for MET-152.

This new course is a result of high school demand.  It is a course in applied logic that encompasses the application of electronic circuits and devices.  Computer simulation software is used to design and test digital circuitry.  DC and Digital electrical fundamentals are included.  This course is a part of the nationally recognized Project Lead the Way curriculum.  This course is challengeable and can be repeated for a grade.

NEW COURSE:     MET-153    COMPUTER-INTEGRATED MANUFACTURING – Mike Mattson
Handouts:   “New Course” form and course outline for MET-153.

This new course is a result of high school demand.  It is a course in applies the principles of robotics and automation to engineering and manufacturing.  Students use CNC equipment to produce actual models of their three-dimensional designs.  This course is a part of the nationally recognized Project Lead the Way curriculum.  This course is challengeable and can be repeated for a grade.

NEW COURSE:   PIE-068    INTRODUCTION TO COMMUNICATION WITH CUSTOMERS – Alice Goldstein
Handouts:   “New Course” form and course outline for PIE-068.

This course is designed for upper-intermediate and advanced level non-native speakers of English who desire employment in retail and/or customer service.  This course covers the basics of customer service and students practice customer service skills.  This course will be offered during summer term. This course is not challengeable but it can be repeated for a grade.

NEW COURSE:   PIE-083     INTRODUCTION TO SPELLING – Alice Goldstein
Handouts:  “New Course” form and course outline for PIE-083.
This course will present and provide opportunities to practice English spelling patterns and rules and individualize instruction to address spelling challenges.  This course will be offered during summer term.  This course is not challengeable but it can be repeated for a grade.
