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Course Description: 
This is the second of a three term foundational, multi-media Mandarin course designed to teach the basic knowledge of the language. This course emphasizes listening and speaking with attention to reading and writing.  Grammar is introduced and practiced in innovative and interesting ways with a variety of learning styles in mind.  Culture is sprinkled throughout the course in an attempt to help the learner focus on the Chinese-speaking world and its culture, people, geography and history. We also adopt the unique audio method called ChinesePod, which allows the listener to learn pronunciation, vocabulary and grammar without rote learning, and in a way similar to how we acquired our native languages.
Course Objectives:  
This course is intended to:
· present the vocabulary, phrases and etiquette of ordering food in Mandarin,

· teach students how to tell time in Mandarin,
· provide opportunities to talk about daily activities, clothing and homes in Mandarin,
· teach students to make and respond to suggestions, to ask for and give opinions,
· teach students how to talk on the phone and write letters in Mandarin,
· provide practice with going shopping using Mandarin.
· present and practice grammar in innovative and interesting ways.
Student Learning Outcomes:  
Students who successfully complete CHN-102 will be expected to do the following in Mandarin:
· demonstrate how they would order food in a Chinese restaurant

· ask for and give the time of day 

· discuss their daily activities, clothing and homes
· demonstrate an ability to express and respond to suggestions and opinions

· act out simple phone conversations and write letters
· role-play a shopping trip in China
