CATALOG SUBCOMMITTEE UPDATE – Lenda Black

The catalog is just about ready to go to the printer next week.  
CHANGE COURSE:      ERM-108     CAREER INDUSTRY MARKETING STRATEGIES  – Lynda Graf for Shelly Tracy
Handouts:   “Change Course” form and course outline for ERM-108.
This course is increasing its credits from 3 to 6, due to the amount of curriculum associated with certifications recommended from their advisory committee for an entry-level pathway to utility positions.  The committee wasn’t entirely clear about what outcomes would be offered for 3 credits and what outcomes for the 6 credits.  It was the committee’s desire to have the outlines to be clearer in regards to credits and outcomes. This course is challengeable and can be repeated for a grade.

NEW COURSE:     MN-123      FIBER OPTIC CORE PROCESS – Mike Mattson

This course was created due to industry demand.  It provides background theory, procedures and skill development for entry-level assembly of multi-mode fiber optic cable.  The curriculum is tailored to the Timbercom work processes, procedures and product environment.  This course is challengeable and can be repeated for a grade.

TUITION FREE CLASS – Terry Mackey

Handout:  LIB-101 tuition-free proposal

Terry led a discussion asking for LIB-101 to be offered as a free class to students.  His proposal is to offer this class as a companion course with courses such as WR-122.  His rationale is research is a basic function and encourages students to do the research needed in other courses.  The intent is to facilitate collaborations between the library and all academic departments without imposing a requirement, or additional financial burden on the student.  There would be a nominal fee charged to go toward replacing laptops that would be used in the course.  Terry is most willing to work with other departments that have other high research classes.  Students liked the idea of offering this course in more condensed chunks of time instead of one hour meeting once a week.

AS DEGREE SUBCOMMITTEE UPDATE – Jessica Walter
Jessica updated the committee with the following proposal of defined general education core classes for the AS degree.  Required core course proposal consists of:  


2 writing courses (WR-121, WR-122 or WR-227)


1 oral communication (SP-111 or SP-112)


1 math course (Mth-105, MTH-111 or higher)


3 courses from Arts & Letters and Social Science 


3 science courses-1 of which would be a lab course.  The remaining two science courses would be 

chosen from Science, Math, Computer Science area

Subcommittee questions for committee feedback:
1. What areas you can see an AS degree being beneficial to your students?

2. Does the paired down general education requirements meet your minimum needs?

3. How do we create and monitor an AS shell format vs. an articulated AS degree?
4. How might we communicate the goals of this degree and all the options to students?

Committee feedback to subcommittee:
1. How would we advise the AS degree to students?

2. How would we list degree outcomes in the catalog?

Baldwin liked the idea of tying the AS degree to specific articulations.
