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Course Description:
To familiarize students with basic silversmithing processes in the context of developing aesthetic solutions to technical and conceptual problems. Students will be introduced to Basic silversmithing techniques such as soldering, dapping, forming, simple construction and fabrication, basic forging, metal inlay, and simple stone setting.  Some materials (sterling silver) included. Copper, brass, nickel or silver are optional.  Historical and contemporary issues surrounding jewelry and body adornment will be presented and discussed during the course. 

Course Objectives:

· Teach various silversmithing techniques to create and realize projects.

· Heighten the awareness of wearing jewelry as a communicative art form.

· Familiarize students with current issues of the metalsmithing field.
· Encourage students to develop individual abilities to create well-executed one-of-a-kind work.
Student Learning Outcomes:


· Students should be able to create personal works of art that demonstrate an introductory level of understanding of wearability, materials and techniques.
· Students should understand, interpret, and appreciate metal works of the past and the present from different cultures. 
· Students should develop a heightened awareness of the physical world, the nature of the relationship of human beings to it, and our impact on it via the experience of making wearable jewelry.
