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Course Description:
 Using centrifugal lost wax casting, students will learn how to make jewelry and small sculptures using multiple elements. The focus of this course will center on the fundamentals of casting. Techniques covered include simple mold making, cuttlefish and centrifugal casting. Wax working techniques include additive and subtractive, embossing and fabrication in order to inform students of the plasticity of the material. Simple stone setting and soldering will be covered. Along with the technical exploration, students are encouraged to express personal imagery through innovative approaches.
Course Objectives:

· Teach various wax working techniques and centrifuge casting process to create and realize projects.

· Heighten the awareness of wearing jewelry as a communicative art form.

· Familiarize students with current issues of the metalsmithing field.

· Encourage students to develop individual abilities to create well-executed one-of-a-kind work. 

Student Learning Outcomes:


· Students should be able to create personal works of art that demonstrate an introductory level of understanding of casting.
· Students should understand, interpret, and appreciate metal works of the past and the present from different cultures. 
· Students should develop a heightened awareness of the physical world, the nature of the relationship of human beings to it, and our impact on it via the experience of making wearable jewelry.
