(What is Curriculum Committee's role with Career Pathway Certificates?  These are new programs, but they are within already approved programs.  Should it be the usual approval process, or can it be information only?  Keep in mind that Career Pathway Certificates may generate new/revised catalog pages, so catalog deadlines will be in effect.  

(How to better confirm and communicate Curriculum Committee policies and deadlines, especially noting that not only new courses/programs come to us, but changed courses/programs.  We’ve had an especially difficult time affirming the hard deadline for catalog edits.

(Meet new VP of Instruction and go over Curriculum Committee’s role at CCC. 

(What does the state need to see from Curriculum Committee for anything that is not a standard new/changed course/program?  
For example, “MFG 238, CNC Programming, G Code” being reactivated since it had not been taught since 2002.  Does it come through Curriculum?  
How do we know if something is a minor change, enough for consent agenda vs. enough for discussion?  
Textbook changes don’t need to come to committee, for example, but class title or number changes do.  What about changes in student learning outcomes?
( Discuss/develop guidelines for committee voting on decisions.

( Look at membership and changes at the college.  Are any areas missing representation?  
(Are old course outlines archived?  By department?  In Lynda’s office?  Calls from colleges where students transfer years later…  (Maybe the committee needs an overview of Lynda’s role in the Curriculum and Reporting Office.  Maybe an overview of the role of the state and our curriculum decisions.)

( For dual-listed classes like HUM/SSC or HUM/ENG, students choose which category based on which way they register, or can one class meet two different areas of the AAOT/ASOT?  
(PSY 240 in Spanish.  Is it just another modality, like online and hybrid, or does it need a different name?  Is content/curriculum changed any by offering it in Spanish?  What about ease of registering for students?  What about how the class is counted on a transcript; if a student took PSY 240 in Spanish and then again in English, would it count as two different courses?
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
