CHANGE COURSE:      ERM-108A     CAREER INDUSTRY MARKETING STRATEGIES – Shelly Tracy

GERONTOLOGY PROGRAM UPDATE – Yvonne Wilebski
Due to divisional reorganization, the Gerontology program is moving to the Health Sciences division.  The current social aging courses (SOC) prefix will go to the Humanities Division/Social Science department and the Gerontology program will create a new prefix, GRN, for the aging core courses in the program.  This prefix aligns us with Gerontology courses taught at PCC and also at PSU.   The new GRN courses will come to Curriculum Committee for approval.  The four core SOC courses currently in the program will not be taught for the 2008-09 year.  Students graduating in the 2008-09 Gerontology program will be able to make substitutions to those SOC courses in order to finish their certificate requirements.

One of the recommendations in our accreditation visit was involving General Education outcomes.  We have identified them in our courses and we now publish those outcomes and were commended for that.  The final piece to finish is assessing our general education outcomes.
