NEW COURSE:      ECE-130    INTRODUCTION TO CDA  – Patricia McIlveen
Handouts:   “New Course” form and course outline for ECE-130.
This course is being offered to accommodate students who wish to obtain their Child Development Associate national credential.  The purpose of the national credential is to enhance the quality of early childhood care and education by defining, evaluating and recognizing the competence of child care practitioners.  This course may be used as an elective in the ECE AAS program.  This course is not challengeable but can be repeated for a grade.

NEW COURSE:      ECE-131    PHYSICAL ACTIVITY/MOVEMENT IN ECE PROGRAMS – 

Patricia McIlveen
Handouts:   “New Course” form and course outline for ECE-131.
This course is being offered to accommodate students who wish to obtain their Child Development Associate national credential.  This course is designed to help students explore various ways physical development and movement can be integrated into the “whole” curriculum.  This course may be used as an elective in the ECE AAS program.  This course is not challengeable but can be repeated for a grade.

NEW COURSE:      ECE-132    POSITIVE CHILD GUIDANCE IN ECE PROGRAMS – Patricia McIlveen
Handouts:   “New Course” form and course outline for ECE-132.
This course is being offered to accommodate students who wish to obtain their Child Development Associate national credential.  This course is designed to help students focus on discipline training techniques, with an emphasis on helping children think for themselves, while becoming more responsible and respectful.  This course may be used as an elective in the ECE AAS program.  This course is not challengeable but can be repeated for a grade.

NEW COURSE:      ECE-133    INFANT-TODDLER DEVELOPMENT – Patricia McIlveen
Handouts:   “New Course” form and course outline for ECE-133.
This course is being offered to accommodate students who wish to obtain their Child Development Associate national credential.  This course is designed to help students understand the early stages of growth, including early brain development.  This course may be used as an elective in the ECE AAS program.  This course is not challengeable but can be repeated for a grade.

NEW COURSE:      ECE-134    HEALTH & SAFETY ISSUES IN ECE – Patricia McIlveen
Handouts:   “New Course” form and course outline for ECE-134.
This course is being offered to accommodate students who wish to obtain their Child Development Associate national credential.  This course is designed to help participants promote children’s physical and socio-emotional development by preventing health problems, responding to sick children and by encouraging young children to develop good nutrition and other health and safety habits.  This course may be used as an elective in the ECE AAS program.  This course is not challengeable but can be repeated for a grade.

NEW COURSE:      ECE-135    SELF-ESTEEM IN THE ECE CLASSROOM – Patricia McIlveen
Handouts:   “New Course” form and course outline for ECE-135.
This course is being offered to accommodate students who wish to obtain their Child Development Associate national credential.  This course is designed to assist participants in understanding the importance of facilitating children’s feelings of self-esteem, while focusing on the nurturing needs of the children.  This course may be used as an elective in the ECE AAS program.  This course is not challengeable but can be repeated for a grade.

NEW COURSE:      ECE-136    OBSERVING & RECORDING CHILDREN’S BEHAVIOR – Patricia McIlveen
Handouts:   “New Course” form and course outline for ECE-136.
This course is being offered to accommodate students who wish to obtain their Child Development Associate national credential.  This course is designed to assist early childhood care and education practitioners observe children constantly.  They will practice making objective, factual observations which will then be used for assessment and planning purposes.  This course may be used as an elective in the ECE AAS program.  This course is not challengeable but can be repeated for a grade.

NEW COURSE:      ECE-137    DEVELOPING THE CLASSROOM ENVIRONMENT– Patricia McIlveen
Handouts:   “New Course” form and course outline for ECE-137.
This course is being offered to accommodate students who wish to obtain their Child Development Associate national credential.  This course is designed to assist participants in organizing both the indoor and outdoor environments to encourage play and exploration.  This course may be used as an elective in the ECE AAS program.  This course is not challengeable but can be repeated for a grade.

NEW COURSE:      ECE-138    FAMILY-SCHOOL RELATIONSHIPS – Patricia McIlveen
Handouts:   “New Course” form and course outline for ECE-138.
This course is being offered to accommodate students who wish to obtain their Child Development Associate national credential.  This course helps participants establish positive associations with family members and program staff collaborate in the process of educating and caring for young children.  This course may be used as an elective in the ECE AAS program.  This course is not challengeable but can be repeated for a grade.

NEW COURSE:      ECE-139    PROGRAM MANAGEMENT IN ECE – Patricia McIlveen
Handouts:   “New Course” form and course outline for ECE-139.
This course is being offered to accommodate students who wish to obtain their Child Development Associate national credential.  This course assists participants in planning and evaluating their program’s specific goals (short and long term) for working with children and their families.  This course may be used as an elective in the ECE AAS program.  This course is not challengeable but can be repeated for a grade.

NEW COURSE:      ECE-140   PRESCHOOL DEVELOPMENT – Patricia McIlveen
Handouts:   “New Course” form and course outline for ECE-140.
This course is being offered to accommodate students who wish to obtain their Child Development Associate national credential.  This course helps participants explore how to develop “richer” learning environments, so that there are more concrete opportunities for children to expand their learning during the preschool years.  This course may be used as an elective in the ECE AAS program.  This course is not challengeable but can be repeated for a grade.

NEW COURSE:      ECE-141   POSITIVE CHILD GUIDANCE IN ECE PROGRAMS – Patricia McIlveen
Handouts:   “New Course” form and course outline for ECE-141.
This course is being offered to accommodate students who wish to obtain their Child Development Associate national credential.   This course will help participants develop ways to incorporate children’s growth and learning in whatever outdoor environment is accessible – by integrating all curriculum areas:  dramatic play, music and movement, art, science, math, etc.  This course may be used as an elective in the ECE AAS program.  This course is not challengeable but can be repeated for a grade.

NEW COURSE:     GRN-181     ISSUES IN AGING – Yvonne Wilebski

Handouts:     “New Course” form and course outline for GRN-181

The course is the beginning of redevelopment of the Gerontology certificate program.   Eventually the SOC aging/gerontology courses will be replaced by courses with the GRN prefix.  The SOC courses taught for Gerontology will not be taught for 2008-09.   This course provides students with an introduction to the field of gerontology.   This course is a core class in the Gerontology certificate.  This course is not challengeable but can be repeated for a grade.

NEW COURSE:    ESL-018/PIE-018   INTRODUCTION TO BUSINESS ENGLISH – Joanna Ponce
Handouts:   “New Course” form and course outline for ESL-018 & PIE-018.

This course is coming forward from international and resident immigrant students who have expressed an interest.  This is an introductory course designed for upper-intermediate and advanced level non-native speakers of English who are considering pursuing employment and/or training in a business field.   The ESL department has support from the Business department to offer this course.  This course is challengeable and can be repeated for a grade.

NEW COURSE:    ART-100A   SMALL DECORATIVE BOX & LOCKET MAKING – Rick True
Handouts:   “New Course” form and course outline for ART-100A.
This course is a one-credit skill-based transfer course.  Students will learn basic techniques of silver and non-precious metals fabrication, forming and surface treatments.  This course is not challengeable.  The course can be repeated for a grade but cannot be repeated for credit.

NEW COURSE:   ART-100B    BASIC SILVERSMITHING & DECORATIVE INLAY – Rick True

Handouts:    “New Course” form and course outline for ART-100B.

This course is a one-credit skill-based transfer course.  This course will familiarize students with basic silversmithing processes in the context of developing aesthetic solutions to technical and conceptual problems.  This course is not challengeable.  The course can be repeated for a grade but cannot be repeated for credit.

NEW COURSE:   ART-100C   MULTIPLES:  JEWELRY CASTING – Rick True

Handouts:   “New Course” form and course outline for ART-100C.

This course is a one-credit skill-based transfer course.  The focus of the course centers on the fundamentals of casting.  This course is not challengeable.  The course can be repeated for a grade but cannot be repeated for credit.

NEW COURSE:    TTL-180B    LOGISTICS INTERNSHIP – Dave Bradley

Handouts:   “New Course” form and course outline for TTL-180B.

This course is designed to develop entry level occupational skills in the logistics industry and via seminars, practice the basic career management skills necessary to obtain, sustain, and advance employment.  
This course is not challengeable but can be repeated for a grade.

NEW COURSE:   MET-170   INTRODUCTION TO MANUFACTURING PROCESS – Julie Korphage

Handouts:   “New Course” form and course outline for MET-170.
This course was created due to high school demand.  It is a survey course that introduces students to the fundamental processes that are used to manufacture everyday products.   Part of the Project Lead the Way national program.  This course is challengeable and can be repeated for a grade.

forward to state for approval.
COMPUTER LITERACY DISCUSSION – Len Eaton
This discussion centered around computer literacy for the AGS degree.  Much discussion for clarification about what exactly the student is being able to place in to, test out of and if that also includes what course they can they pass out of.


Action:
Committee would like the discussion to go back to the subcommittee for review 


and then bring back to a meeting this fall, a discussion to include clarification of 

the following points:
· What courses  (involving all courses, not just the CS prefix) meet the computer literacy requirement for the AGS degree
· Clarify the practice of what a student can pass out of or test in to.  (For 


example: If a student passes CS-120, they don’t also have to take a placement 


test.)

· What does “CS-120 or higher” mean

· For 07-08 the committee said [C] courses would meet the computer literacy 


requirement for the AGS.  For catalogs 08-09 and beyond, will a course from 


the past with a [C] title still satisfy the computer literacy requirement?
· Clarify the process of the AGS computer literacy language in the 09-10 catalog.
