Associate of Science 

The Associate of Science (AS) degree is a two-year degree designed to assist students transferring to 4-year institutions for specific programs through articulated coursework, thus allowing students to focus on the requirements of their program. While the AS degree is designed to help students transfer, award of this degree does not guarantee junior status nor completion of lower division general education requirements. Students pursuing the AS Degree must work closely with advisors at both CCC and their intended transfer institution in their selection of general education and elective coursework. 1. All courses must be 100 level or higher.

2. Courses used to fulfill the Writing, Oral Communication, and Mathematics areas must be completed with a “C“ or better.

3. No course may be used to satisfy more than one requirement or distribution area.

4. Courses numbered 180, 199, 280, and 299 can only be used in the electives area.
